CHAPTER 2—AITRCRAFT AND MOTOR
VEHICLES

§ 31. Definitions

When used in this chapter the term—

“Aircraft engine”, ‘“air navigation facility”’,
“appliance”, ‘“civil aircraft”, ‘“foreign air com-
merce”’, ‘“interstate air commerce”, ‘“‘landing
area’’, ‘‘overseas air commerce”, ‘propeller”,
“spare part” and ‘“special aircraft jurisdiction
of the United States” shall have the meaning
ascribed to those terms in the Federal Aviation
Act of 1958, as amended.

“Motor vehicle” means every description of
carriage or other contrivance propelled or
drawn by mechanical power and used for com-
mercial purposes on the highways in the trans-
portation of passengers, passengers and proper-
ty, or property or cargo;

“Destructive substance” means any explosive
substance, flammable material, infernal ma-
chine, or other chemical, mechanical, or radio-
active device or matter of a combustible,.con-
taminative, corrosive, or explosive nature;

“Used for commercial purposes’” means the
carriage of persons or property for any fare,
fee, rate, charge or other consideration, or di-
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rectly or indirectly in connection with any busi-
ness, or other undertaking intended for profit;
“In flight” means any time from the moment
- all the external doors of an aircraft are closed
following embarkation until the moment when
any such door in ' opened for disembarkation.
In the case of a forced landing the flight shall
be deemed to continue until competent authori-
ties take over the responsibility for the aircraft
and the persons and property on board; and
“In service” means any time from the begin-
ning of preflight preparation of the aircraft by
ground personnel or by the crew for a specific
flight until twenty-four hours after any land-
.ing; the period of service shall, in any event,
extend for the entire period during which the
aircraft is in flight.

STATEMENT OF FINDINGS AND PURPOSE FOR 1984
AMENDMENT

Section 2012 of part B (§§ 2011-2015) of chapter XX
of title IT of Pub. L. 98-473 provided that: “The Con-

*(1) the Convention for the Suppression of Unlaw-
ful Acts Against the Safety of Civil Aviation (rati-
fied by the United States on November 1, 1972) re-
quires each contracting State to establish its juris-
diction over certain offenses affecting the safety of
civil aviation;

“(2) such offenses place innocent lives in jeopardy,
endanger national security, affect domestic tranquil-
ity, gravely affect interstate and.foreign—-commerce,
and are offenses against the law of nations; and

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“(3) the purpose of this subtitle [part, see Short
Title note above] is to implement fully the Conven-
tion: for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against
the Safety of Civil Aviation and to expand the pro-
tection accorded to aircraft and related facilities.”

§ 32. Destruction of aircraft or aircraft facilities

(a) Whoever willfully—

(1) sets fire to, damages, destroys, disables,
or wrecks any aircraft in the special aircraft
jurisdiction of the United States or any civil
aircraft used, operated, or employed in inter-
state, overseas, or foreign air commerce;

(2) places or causes to be placed a destruc-
tive device or substance in, upon, or in prox-
imity to, or otherwise makes or causes to be
made unworkable or unusable or hazardous
to work or use, any such aircraft, or any part
or other materials used or intended to be used
in connection with the operation of such air-
craft, if such placing or causing to be placed
or such making or causing to be made is likely
to endanger the safety of any such aircraft;

(3) sets fire to, damages, destroys, or dis-
ables any air navigation facility, or interferes
by force or violence with the operation of
such facility, if such fire, damaging, destroy-
ing, disabling, or intefering 2 is likely to en-
danger the safety of any such aircraft in
flight;

(4) with the intent to damage, destroy, or
disable any such aircraft, sets fire to, dam-
ages, destroys, or disables or places a destruc-
tive device or substance in, upon, or in prox-
imity to, any appliance or structure, ramp,
landing area, property, machine, or appara-
tus, or any facility or other material used, or
intended to be used, in connection with the
operation, maintenance, loading, unloading or
storage of any such aircraft or any cargo car-
ried or intended to be carried on any such air-
craft;

(5) performs an act of violence against or in-
capacitates any individual on any such air-
craft, if such act of violence or incapacitation
is likely to endanger the safety of such air-
craft;

(6) communicates information, knowing the
information to be false and under circum-
stances in which such information may rea-
sonably be believed, thereby endangering the
safety of any such aircraft in flight; or

(7) attempts to do anything prohibited
under paragraphs (1) through (6) of this sub-
section;

shall be fined not more than $100,000 or impris-
oned not more than twenty years or both.
(b) Whoever willfully—

(1) performs an act of violence against any
individual on board any civil aircraft regis-
tered in .a country other than the United
States while such aircraft is in flight, if such
act is likely to endanger the safety of that air-
craft;

(2) destroys a civil aircraft registered in a
country other than the United States while
such aircraft is in service or causes damage to

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such an aircraft which renders that aircraft

incapable of flight or which is likely to en-

danger that aircraft’s safety in flight;

(3) places or causes to be placed on a civil
aircraft registered in a country other than
the United States while such aircraft is in
service, a device or substance which is likely
to destroy that aircraft, or to cause damage to
that aircraft which renders that aircraft in-
capable of flight or which is likely to endan-
ger that aircraft’s safety in flight; or

(4) attempts to commit an offense described
in paragraphs (1) through (3) of this subsec-
tion;

shall, if the offender is later found in the
United States, be fined not more than $100,000
or imprisoned not more than twenty years, or
both.

(c) Whoever willfully imparts or conveys any
threat to do an act which would violate any of
paragraphs (1) through (5) of subsection (a) or
any of paragraphs (1) through (3) of subsection
(b) of this section, with an apparent determina-
tion and will to carry the threat into execution
shall be fined not more than $25,000 or impris-
oned not more than five years, or both.

gation facility or other facility, warehouse, property,
machine, or apparatus used or intended to be used in
connection with the operation, loading, or unloading
of any such aircraft or making any such aircraft ready
for flight, or otherwise makes or causes to be made
any such shop, supply, structure, station, depot, termi-
nal, hangar, ramp, landing area, air-navigation facility
or other facility, warehouse, property, machine, or ap-
paratus unworkahle or unusable or hazardous to work
or use; or

“Whoever, with like intent, willfully incapacitates
any member of the crew of any such aircraft; or

“Whoever willfully attempts to do any of the afore-
said acts or things—

“shall be fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned

not more than twenty years, or both.”
