earnest conservative manner and the op-

motions were adopted bearing upon the
wage scale The convention adjourned to
meet at 9 oclock tomorrow morning

had given out He refused to stale what
subjects would be taken up tomorrow
morning but it is understood that somo
steps vlll be taken to see If a more ad-

Convention Called to Order
The convention today was called to order

at 10 oclock by President Mitchell It was
an open session and although all of the
delegates had not arrived there were fully
1200 people In attendance In opening the
tsession Mr Mitchell made a formal ad-

dress

as follows
Gentlemen In opening this convention

I desire to briefl outline the purpose which
prompted us to call you here to point out
if I can the course you should pursue in
determining the questions which so vital-
ly

affect not only joursclves aud the vast
constituency you represent but also the
millions of people in the Eastern and New
England States and in the anthracite re-

gion

Before doing so however permit me to
congratulate you upon the growth of your

The causes which forced you to engage
In the contest which has preceded the
convention arc from jears of suffering so
Indelibly Imprinted upon jour memories
that It would be a waste of words to re-

truthfully depicted by jour officers It has
been portrayed in all its hldcousness by
the representatives the press men sent
here to out the truth and report the
conditions as they really exist and with
exceptional unanimity the public has de ¬

clared that your cause Is just and that the
responsibilltj for this unfortunate strike
rests solely upon the shoulders of those
who croploj cd jou

lltlle Ylnlnlion f Invv
Your conduct during this strike tven

under the most trjlng circumstances has
won for jou and jour cause the respect
and commendation of all Justlcc lovlng
patriotic people Violations of the livv
havo few In and then ojly
undcr circumstances In which tho miners
were not wholly at fault In fact it has
been shown that more overt acts have been
committed by those whose duty It is to
enforce the law than by the mine workers
who have been so erroneously pictured as
men entirely devoid of respect for law and
order For this jou deserve much credit

Labor organizations have no greater
enemies than the thoughtless strikers
who violate the law or permit themselves
to be provoked into the commission of
crime It frequently occurs in time of
utrlkes that employers provoke strikers
into violations of the law with the hope
and the expectation that public sentiment
will be arrayed against the strike and the
military arm of the Stat- - can be secured
lo curb the men and defeat the objects
for which the strike was inaugurated
Whatever may be jour decision here to-

day
¬

whether jou end or continue flic
strike it Is my earnest hope that every
man may regard it as his duty not only
to obej but to assist in the enforcing of
the law

When this strike was put into effect
we declared that it would not end unless
it majorit of tho delegates representing
tho anthracite miners agreed to its ter¬

your wages I am well aware that this
advance Is not satisfactory to jou jou
have felt and with justice that a definite
period of time should be named during
which this advance should remain in
force Your experience where wages are
based on a sliding scale has been so un¬

satisfactory to joulhat jou believe that
the sliding scale method of determining
wages should be abolished jou also be ¬

lieve that the laws of Pennsylvania should
be obejed by the coal companies and
wages paid twice each month You re-
serve

the right of spending your earnings
wherever jou choose
