Sir Joslah Child, in u * Discourse Concerning
Plantations,”” publisbed ln 1692, suyn:

" Virginla and Barbadoes were firat peopled
by u sort of loose, vagrant peaple, viclous, and
destitute of mosns tu live at home, belng efther
unfit for lubor, or such as ocould find none to
employ themselves about, or hud so misbebuved
thomselves by thieving or other debauchery
that none would «¥t Them on work, which mer-
chanta wnd musters of ships, by their agenuts,
gathersd up about the streets of London woe
other p'uces; and these, I may, were such as,
Lad there been no English foreign plantations
in the world, could never; probably, buve lived
st home v do service for their country, but
must have eome to be Langed or starved, or
died untimely of wome of those miserable dis.
oumes thutl proceed from want and vice.”

Seventy-five years later, In 1759, the Hev.
Dr. Burnaby, subsequently known as the Arch-
descon of Leloester and Viear ol Greenwich,
vislted Virgialu,

Ile thus describes the iohabitants: “ From
what hos been miid of this colony, it will not
be difficult to form an ldes of the character of
Iis Inbabitants, They ure Indolent, eary, uod
good nntured, extremely fond of soclety, and
much given to convivial pleasures. Thelr au-
tborlly over (heir slaves renders them wvain
und lmperious, and enlire sirangers lo thal ele
gunce of sentiment which s so peculiarly char-
scteristlc of refioed mnd polisbed natures.
Thelr igooraoce of mankind and of learnlvg
txposes them (o many errors and prejudices,
especially In regard to Indiune and negroes,
whom they toarcely conalder of the human
