More than a score of great terrestrial upheavals have been re

corded in Chilean annals In the city of La Concepcion was

destroyed with a loss of 2000 lives In 1647 Santiago the capital

was overwhelmed and 1000 lives were lost The terrible earth-

quakes of 1730 wiped out Vatapariso La Senena La Conception
Coquimbo and every town and village on the coast between La
Conception and Coquimbo In 1835 La Concepcion was again

ruined and five other cities were leveled to the ground

Francisco would do great damage
