The crime was committed on the after-
noon of February 1 in a room with no
witnesses present, and is said to have re-
sulted from a saloon fight that took piace
a few hours previously.

was indicted for murder in the first de
gree. He was placed on trial at Beau
mont, Tex., Friday, and last night the

jury returned a verdict of “not guilty.”
As soon as he was released Sweeney re-

turned to Port Arthur, arriving here at
12:30 this morning. Word had been tele-
graphed ahead that he was coming, and a

mob met him at the depot,
uptown, and strung him up to a telephone
pole without ceremony. In the first at-
tempt the rope broke. The second attempt
was made successful by tying Sweeney's
legs so that his feet could not touch the
ground and drawing the rope taut

Their work accomplished, hn mob,
which was made up of Port Arthur citi-
zens, dispersed quietly. Sheriff Langham,
of Beaumont, was notified of the mob's
work and immediately started for Port
Arthur. He returned to Beaumont to-
night with “Jack” Martin, a boss steve-
dore and a fellow-workman of Crum-
bach’s, in custody. Martin is believed to
have been a ringleader in the lynching.

Port Arthur is the southern terminus
of the Kansas City, Pittsburg and Galf
Railway. The town was built up with the
advent a few years ago, of that railroad,
and most of its citizens are Northern peo-
ple. The citizens deplore the lynching,
but none of them appears to condemn it.

The appeal states that moneys
received will be sent, when not otherwise
designated by the donors, directly to the
Netheriands Red Cress, who have aiso
agreed, when money is not needed for the
wounded, to devote such sums as miy be
sent directly to the relief of the widows

and orphans and all others who suffer
within the Boer lines, by reason of war.

nated by the donors, directly to Dr. Leyds
and Dr. Muller, representatives in Europe
