THE PUKE FOOD BILL.

Professor AVIIey Points Out Many
Objection to the Measure.

Prof. H. W. Wiley, of the Agricultural
Deimrtmt-nt- , appeared before the llouhc
Committee in favor of the pure fowl bill
thi morning. He came in place of the
Secretary cf Agriculture, who was unable
to be pretent on account of the Cabinet
meeting.

Profestor Wiley Rent over the bill sec-

tion by section. He objected to the pro-
vision requiring dealeis to furnish samples
of goods for inspection on the grouud that
l his might be considered a requirement to
criminate himself. He wished everything
marked for exactly v. bat it was, and ob-

jected to the practice of wine growers la-
beling their wines by all sorts of names,
such as port, burgundy, and the like.

Representative Fisher cf New York also
testified and asked further time to pre-
sent his objections to the bill. The com-
mittee decided to let the bill go over in-
definitely in crder tc allow Mr. Fisher the
lime he asked, and further invited Prof.
Wiley to be present at all future hearings
on the bill.

At the next meeting en Tucrdr.y next,
the committee will take up the Xicaraguan
Canal bills.

HEIGHT OF BUILDINGS.

Senate Committee Orders a Favor-
able Report on the .McMillan iill.
A meeting of the Senate Committee on

the District of Columbia was held this
morning, and a favorable report was or-

dered on the bill to regulate the height of
buildings in the District of Columbia.

The amendments placed en the bill by
the House committee was accepted by the
Senate committee. The amendment pro-
vides that in determining the width of
streets less than ninety feet wide, the
measurement shall be from the building
lines on either side.

Another amendment placed on the bi'l
by the committee was a section giving the
District Commissioners power to refuse
to issue a permit in any case they may
think expedient to do so.

bert Kautz to be a rear admiral. Silas
C. McFarland, of Iowa, is named for the
consulship at Nottingham, England.

Mr. Yeomuns, although appointed from
Iowa, where he lived for many years,
comes from Buffalo, N. Y., where he is
well ana favorably known. He has al-

ways been a Democrat in politics.
The nomination of Commodore Kautz Is

in the line of promotion. He is at pres-
ent in command of the navy yard at Marc
Island, having relieved Rear Admiral Will-
iam A. Kirkland upon the. retirement of
that officer from active service. , Kautz was
in command of the naval station, at New-
port. He entered the naval service in Sep-

tember, 1S34, having been appointed from
Ohio.

The appointment of Mr-- Mosely as con-
sul general at Singapore means the re-

tirement from the consular service ot E.
Spencer Pratt, also of Alabama.

Mr. Pratt was appointed minister to
Persia during Mr. Cleveland's first admin-
istration.

During Mr Cleveland's second term Mr.
Piatt was made consul general at Singa-
pore, where he has been ever since. Mr.
Pratt was somewhat conspicuous during
the Philippine rebellion, and has on more

REMANDED FOR NEW SENTENCE

Murderer Clifford Itejirieved liy a
"eiv .Jersey Jmlieinl I)eeiniou.

Trenton, X. J., Jan. 6. The execution
of Detective Edward Clifford for the mur-

der of William G. Watson, superintendent
of the AVest Shore Railroad, set down for
today in the Hudson County, jail, will not
take" place, the decision of the supreme"
court last Tuesday hearing on, the case
acting as a stay.

The date for the execution was fixed by
Acting Gov. Watkins and the murderer's
lawyers brought the case before the su-

preme court on writs of habeas corpus
and certiorari, and the of Watkins
to act as governor was questioned, it be-

ing contended that Mr. A'oorhees resignsd
only as senator from Union County, and
Is therefore the acting governor.

The opinion of the supreme court held
that Voorhees' resignation as senator from
Union county, carried with It his office as
acting governor. Clifford's counsel also
raised the point that no governor has the
right to issue a death warrant beyond the
period for which he can issue a reprieve.
The power to issue a reprieve is limited to
ninety days and the death warrant in the
Clifford case was issued more than fifteen
months after the conviction. On,,this point
the court sustained Clifford's counsel, and
the doomed man was ordered to be re-

manded. A date for his death will be fixed
later, the death warrant' being set
aside as unconstitutional. Clifford will
now have to be by the Hud-
son county court.

In 1S75 Dr. Hoge was unanimously elect-
ed moderator of thetSouihcrn General As-

sembly of the Presbyterian Church, at its
session In St. Louis. In December, of
lS7ohe carried, againstsgrcat opposition,
the proposition to establish fraternal re-

lations with the Northern Church. In 1877
he was a delegate to the
Council In Edinburgh. In 1884 he repre-
sented the Southern Assembly of the
World, at Copenhagen, Denmark. He was
sent as commissioner to the Alliance of
the Reformed Church in London in 188S.

During the Civil War Dr. Hoge was a
volunteer chaplain in Camp Lee, a camp of
Instruction. In 1SG2 he ran the blockade
from Charleston, and went to Bngland
by way of Nassau, to obtain Bibles and
other religious books for the Confederate
soldiers.

New York, Jan. C. Policeman Darrow-an- d

members of three fire companies res-

cued thirty men, women, and children in
their night-clo.th- from a blazing tene-

ment house at 234 East Ninety-sevent- h

Street, early this morning.
The fire started, in the basement. Police-

man Darrow discovered the blaze. When
he reached the tenement the
of the upper stories were occupied by

tenants, crying frantically for help.
Darrow dashed through the blinding smoke,
rescuing half a dozen persons. The fire-
men soon discovered taa't the chief danger
to life was in the rear portion of the
building. Here they found twenty or thir-
ty persons half overcome by smoke. For
a time it looked as though a number of
these must perish.

The panic stricken tenants refused to use
the fire escape in the rear of the building.
The firemen shouted to them to go to the
back of the house, but the terrified people
pressed to the windows in the front.

Several poised themselves on the win-do-

sills, ready to leap. The firemen
stretched the life saving nets, at the same
time shouting to those above the net to
jump.

Harry Mernstein leaped from a window
and missed the net by about three feet.
He struck the stona pavement and was
badly injured.

Julius Davids was found unconscious on
the first floor and was carried out just in
time to save him from being burned to
death.

Before the flames were extinguished the
building was ruined."
