They embody a loftier as well as sercner thought
than we find expressed elsewhere. The writers
are destined to be felt by the next age if disre¬

garded by the present. The shorter articles, criti¬
cisms, »See. of ' The Dial' evince a truthfulness of

soul, an appreciation of and familiarity with the

profound significance of Life and Literature,
which arc calculated to excite the admiration of
the wise and repress the mirth even of the shal¬
low. Those who do not read 'The Dial' can

laugh at the quaintness or exaggeration of an oc¬

casional expression ; but those who know it at all
intimately must regard it with delight and rever¬

ence.
We deeply desire to quote many pages, by dif¬

ferent writers, from this number, but must be con¬

tent lor to-day with the following extracts from a

Lecture'on Poetry, by H. D. Thoreau, a young
disciple and companion of Emerson, in whom
the true spirit of the author's philosophy is repro¬
duced, without the egotism and indifference to

practical ills which we have regretted to sec it
cherish in less genial natures.

HOMER.
The wisest definition of poetry the poet will

instautly prove false by setting aside its requisi¬
tions. We can therefore publish only our adver¬
tisement of it.
There is no doubt that the loftiest written

wisdom is rhymed or measured, is in form as well
as substance poetry: and a volume, which should
contain the condensed wisdom of mankind, need
not have one rhythmless line. Yet poetry, though
the last and finest result, is a natural fruit. As
naturally as the oak bears an acorn, and the
vine a gourd, man bears a poem, either spoken
or done. It is the chief ami mos» memorable
success, for hi.-iory is but a prose narrative of
poetic deeds. Whal else have the Hindoos, the
Persians, tin: Babylonians, tin- Egyptians, done,
that can be told? It is the simplest relation oi
phenomena, and describes the commoncsl sen-

salions with more iruih than science does, and
the latter at a distance slowly mimics its style
and methods. The poet smos how ihe blood
flows in his veins. He performs his fund ions,
and is so well that he needs such stimulus to

sing only as plants to put lorlh leaves and blos¬
soms* He would otrivc in vain t» un.tlulutc tin-
remote and transient music which ho sometimes
bears, since his song is a vital function like
breathing, and an integral result like weight. It
is not the overflowing of life but its subsidence
rather, and is drawn from under the fect of the
poet. It is enough if Homer but say the sun

sets. He is as serene as nature, and we can

hardly detect the enthusiasm of the bard. It is
as if nature spoke. He presents to us the sim¬
plest pictures of human life, so that childhood
itself can understand them, and the man must
not think twice to appreciate his naturalness.
Each reader discovers tor himself, that succeed¬
ing poets have done little else then copy his
similes. His more memorable passages arc as

naturally bright, as gleams of sunlight in misty
weather. Nature furnishes him not only with
words, but with .stereotyped lines and sentences
from her mint.
" As from the clouds appears th* lull moon,
All shining, and th, a again it goes b< hind the shadowy clouds,
So Hector at one nine appeared among the foremost,
Ami at another in the rear, commanding ; and all with bra.ss
He shone, like to the lightning of aegis-hearing Zeus.'
He conveys the least information, even the

hour of the day, with such magnificence, and
vast expense of natural imagery, as if it were a

message from the gods.
" Winl,' it w is dawn, and sacred day was advancing,
Korthat space the weapous of both flew fast, and the peoplt

fell;But when aovi Ihe wood-cutter was preparing ln> morning
meal

lo the recesses of the mountain, and had wearied his hands
WlthCUttiug lofty trees and satiety came to his mind,
And the desire ofsweel foad took possession of his thought
Then the U naaus by theii valor broke the phalanxes,
Shouting ;.. theii companions from rank to rank.*

When the army of Ihe Trojans passed the
night under arms, keeping watch lest the enemy
should re-embark under cover of the dark,
"They, thinking great things, upon theneutral ground ofwar,
Sat all the night; and many fires burned for fluni.
As when in the heavens the star- r »und the bricht moon
Ap;var beautiful, ami the air is without wind :
And all the hights, and the e\:ieine summits,
And the »hady valleys appear; and the shepherd rejoivs iu

his heart ;
So between the ships and the streams of Xanlhus
Appeared the fires of the Trojans before Ilium."

The " white-tinned goddess Juno,'* sent by
the Father of gods and men for Iris and Apollo,
*^ Went down the Idsean mountains to far Olympus,
^.when the mind ot' man, who has come over much earth,
Sftuies forth, .tnd be r. fleets with rapid thoughts,
tticr- was Land there, and remembers many things ;
>o swiftly the lugust Jn :* h istening flew through the air,
And came to high Olympus."

There arc few books w hich are fit to be rcmcm
bered in our wisest hours, but the Iliad is bright
«'st in the serenest days, ami embodies still all the
sunlight that fell on Asia .Minor. No modern
joy or ecstasy of ours can lower its bight or dim
its lustre; but there it lies in the last of literature,
es it were the earliest, latest production of the
mind. The ruins of Egypt oppress and stille us
With their dust, foulness* preserved in cassia and
pitch, and swathed in linen; the death ofthat
which never lived. But the rays of Greek poetry
struggle down to us, and mingle with the sun¬
beams of the recent day. The statue of Mcmnon
is cast down, but the shaft of the Iliad still meets
the sun in his rising.

So too, no "doubt. Homer had his Homer, and
Orpheus his Orpheus, in the dim antiquity which
preceded them. The mythological system of the
ancients, and it is still the only mythology of the
moderns, the poems of mankind, interwoven so

wonderfully with their astronomy, and matching
m grandeur and harmony with the arehileeture
°f the Heavens themselves, seems to point to a

jmie when a mightier genius inhabited the earth.
But man is the great poet, and not Homer nor

^Haksfifare; and our language itself, and the
common arts of life, arc bis own. Poetry is sj>

^mversally true and independent of cxpt rience,
that i. does not need any particular biography to

tUttstrate it. but we refer it sooner or later to

^Orpheus or Linus, and after av;es to the
geniusof humanity, ami the gods themselves.

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dignity of the bard no less than Homer, and in
his era we hear ofno other priest than he. It will
not avail to rail him a heathen because he per¬
son ifies the sun and addresses it: and what if his
heroes did " worship the ghosts of their fathers,*"
their thin, airy, and unsubstantial forms 1 we but
worship the ghosts of our fathers in more sub¬
stantial forms. We cannot but respect the vigor¬
ous faith of those heathen, who sternly believed
somewhat, and arc inclined to say to the critics,
who are offended by their superstitious rites, don't
interrupt these men's prayers. As if we knew
more about human life and a God. than the
heathen and ancients. Hoes English theology
contain the recent discoveries '

Ossian reminds us of the most refined and
rudest eras, of Homer, Pindar, Isaiah, and the
American Indian. In his poetry, as in Homer's,
only the simplest and most enduring features of
humanity arc seen, such essential parts of a man
as Stonehenge exhibits of a temple: we see the
circles of stone, and the upright shaft alone. The
phenomena of life acquire almost an unreal and
gigantic size seen through his mists. Like all
older and grander poetry, it is distinguished by
the few elements in the lives of its heroes. They
stand on the heath, between the stars and the
-earth, shrunk to the bones and sinews. The
earth is a boundless plain for their deeds. They
lead such a simple, dry. and everlasting life, as

hardly needs depart with the flesh, but is trans¬
mitted entire from age 1o age. There are but
few objects to distract their sight, and their life
is as unincumbered as the course of the stars they
gaze at.

" The wrathful kins?-., ":t cairns apart,
Look forward from behind their shields,
And marh the wandering stars.
That brilliant westward move."

It does not cost much for these heroes to live.
They want not much furniture. They are such
forms of men only as can be seen afar through
the mist, and have no costume nor dialect, but
for language there is the tongue itself, ami for
costume there are always t he skins of beasts and
th«' bark of trees to be had. They live out their
years by the vigor of their constitutions. They
survive storms and the spears of their foes, and
perform a few heroic deeds, and then,

" Mounds will answer questions of them,
For many future years."

Blind and infirm, they spend the remnant of their
Hays listening to the lays of the bards, and feeling
the weapons which laid their enemies low, and
when at length they die, by a convulsion of na¬

ture, the bard allows us a short misty glance into
futurity, yet as clear, perehanec as their lives
had been. When Mac-Roine was slain,

" Hi? soul (h parted to his warlike sites,
'1'" follow misty forms of 'I'-ars,
In tempestuous islauiK bleak."

The hero's cairn is erected, and the bard sings :i

brief significant strain, which will suffice lor

epitaph and biography
'¦ The \\. <k w ill find his how fn th. dwelling,
The feeble will attempt to bend it."'

Compared with this simple, fibrous life, our
civilized history appears tin; chronicleof-debility,
of fashion, and the ails of luxury. Hut the civi¬
lized man misses no real refinement in the poetry
oi the rudest era. It reminds him that civiliza¬
tion does but dress men. li makes shoes, but it

does not toughen the soles of the feet. It makes
cloth of finer texture, hut it does not touch the
skin. Inside the civilized man stands the savage
still In the place of honor. We are those blue-
eyed, yellow.haired Saxons, those slender, dark-
haired Normans.
The profession of the bard attached more ic-

spect in those days from the importance attached
to fame. It was his province to record the deeds
of heroes. W hen Ossian hears the traditions of
inferior bards, he exclaims.

I straightway seize the nnftitiie tales,
Ami send them down in faithful \-rse."

His philosophy of lift- is expressed in the opening
of the third Duan ol Ca-Lodin.

Whence havesprung the things that art-'.'
Ana whither roil the passing years '

W here does omr conceal iu two h< '"!s.
In dense, impenetrable gloom,
Itssurfttce maiked with heroes'd i ds alone .'
I vi-w the ireueratfoiM Kune ;

The1' i3i appt >rs bin dim ;
As ot' eels i>y ttir moon's taint beut:»,
Reflected from a distant lake.

The grandeur of the similes is another feature
which characterizes great poetry. Ossian seems

to speak a gigantic ami universal language. The
images and pictures occupy even much space in
the landscape, as if they could be seen only from
the sides of mountains, ami plains with a wide
horizon, or across arms of the sea. The ma¬

chinery is so massive that it cannot be less than
natural. Oivana says to the spirit of her father,
"Grey-haired Torkii of Tome." seen in the
skies,

" Thou glides! away like re^edin^ ships
So when the hosts of Fingal and Starne approach
to battle.

" With murmurs loud, Ijke rivers far,
The rate of Tome hither moved."

And when compelled to retire,
" Drac v.'I in", his six^ar behind.

Cuduhu sank in tu- distant wood,
Like a lire Hpblazing ere it dies "

Nor did Fingal want a proper audience when he

spoke :
" A thousand orators inclined
To hear t ':-e ty of Fingal."

The threats too would have deterred a man. Ven¬

geance and terror were real. Trenmore threatens
The young warrior, whom he meets on a loreign
strand,

.' Thy mother shall find thee pale on the shore,
v bile lessening on the ws\e> shes; jes
Th-sails of him who slew her son."

If Ossian's heroes weep, it is from excess of

strength, and not from weakness, a sacrifice
or libation of fertile natures, like the perspiration
of stone in summer's heat. We hardly know^
that tears have been shed, ami it s.ems as H

weeping were proper only for babes and heroes.

Their joy and their sorrow are made of one »tun",
like rain and snow, the rainbow and the mist.

There is no just and serene criticism as yet.
Our taste is too delicate and particular. It says
Nav to the {Kiel's work, but never Yea to Iiis
hope. It invites htm o. ädorn his deformities,
ami not to cast them off by expansion, as the
tree its bark. We are a people who live in a

bright light, i" iiousts ol pearl ami porcelain, am!

drink only light wines, whose teeth arc easily set
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on edge by the least natural sour. If he had
been consulted, the back bone of the earth would
have been made, not of granite, but of Bristol
spar. A modern author would have died in in¬
fancy in a ruder age. But the poet is something
more than a scald. " a smoother and polisher of
language ;" he is a Cincinnatus in literature, and
occupies no west end of the world, but, like the
sun, indifferently selects hie rhvmes, and with a
liberal taste weaves into his verse the planet and
the stubble.

In these old books the stucco has long since
crumbled away, and we read what was sculp¬
tured in the granite. They are rude and massive
in their proportions, rather than smooth ana <i*¦!.-
'.ate in their finish. The workers in stone polish
only their chimney ornaments, but their pvramids
are roughly done. There is a soberness in a

rough aspect, as of unhewn granite, which ad-
dresses a depth in us. but a polished surface hits
only the ball of the eye. The true finish is the
work of time and the use to which a thing is put.
The elements are still polishing the pyramids.
Art may varnish and gild, but it can do no more.

A work of genius is rough-hewn from the first,
because it anticipates the lapse of time, and has
an ingrained polish, which still appears when
fragments are broken oft* an essential quality of
its substance. Its beauty is at the same tune its
strength, and it breaks with a lustre. The great
poem must have the stamp of greatness as well
as its essence. The reader easily goes within
the shallowest contemporary poetry, and informs
it with all the life and promise of the day, as the
pilgrim goes within the temple, and hears the
faintest strains of the worshipers: but it will
have to speak to posterity, traversing these deserts
through the ruins of its outmost walls, by the
grandeur and beauty of its proportions.
.Could it be imagined that an original Ameri¬

can work, costing but §3 per year, filled with
papers of which the above is but a fair specimen,
has been published four years in the midst of our

hundred thousand liberally educated men, ten

thousand professed scholars, and over one hun¬
dred colleges and 4 universities,' without winning
more than three hundred subscribers We are

forgetting, however, that this is the age of ' Po¬

pular Literature,' in which the enraptured public
arc gloating over Ainsworth's and Ingraham's
historical romances and Paul de Kock'? delicate
novels!

Foreign Extracts,
On the 30th of December, her Majesty Queen
