For some time it has been as-

serted, by those who claim to
be more fortunate than the Negro,
that there is more crime committed
in this city by the colored psople
thau by the white. It is an es-

tablished fact, that two thirds of
the greatest crimes committed
in this city are by the white people.
It is also a fact that the policemen
take a great delight iu arresting
every little colored boy they see on
the street, who may be doing some-
thing not at all offensive, and al-

low the white boys to do what they
nlease. We have a police force
which is made up with a class of
white men prejudiced to the Negro.

A few days ago, Judge Suell
dismissed a small colored boy who
had been arrested on the charge of
suspicion. The evidence was, that
the boy was seen with several
pieces of tobacco and some cigars.
Mr. E. M. Hewlett was counsel for
the boy, who produced the boys'
parents, which showed that he was
all right. Dozens of these cases
are bro ght before Judge Snell
daily. The greatest crimes go un-
punished, aud the smallest are ex-

ecuted, and the colored people are
the victims.

There is, now, a great deal of
dissatisfaction among the people,
against unjust taxation. They are
beginning to see that taxation with-
out

REPRESENTATION

is tyrranical and unjust. What
the people want is suffrage in the
District. The people should pe-
tition Congress for a restoration of
the right of suffrage. Laws are
made to govern us, but we have
nothing to do with te making of
them. No other class of citizens,
but the District people, would tol-
erate such. The white people are
brave enough to cry out against
Negro equality, and the like, but
are not brave enough to protest
against the tyrranical and unjust
laws.

The District of Columbia is
worse than

A MONARCHY.
Three men govern 200,000 people ;

and they must submit to any and
all laws created by these meu and
Congress. A portion of these con-
gressmen are elected by fraud and
the intimidation of colored voters.
How long will these 200,000 people
be governed by three men? Our
oflices are thrown to everybody
save the people to whom they be-

long, aud they must sit in humble
submission aud say, Oh ! Lord de-

liver us. The

HON. B. K. BRUCE

(FROM THE INDIANAPOLIS WORLD)

Since the reconstruction era the
number of Negroes who, in con-Fanan- ce

with the spirit of the times
and the force of fortunate sur-
roundings, have arisen to fame and
distinction, are many. But, as ifin
mockery of human greatness, and
the evanescent career of "little"
big men; the great majority of
them are forgotton. Theire reigns
in most instances were short but
not brilliant. Not in an ironical
sense but more of pathos we can
exclaim:

"Where now are the heroes
Of the ages past;
Where the brave chieftians
Where the mighty ones
Who flourished in
The infancy of days?"

Of the whole grist there are
perhaps two or three notable ex-

ceptions, of whose careers the
roundelay ot oblivion does nt.t
apply, aud with whose repu-
tation the rust of forgetfulness has
not attached or corroded. Chief
and foremost amongst these two
or three is the honored guest
of our city ex-Sena- tor Blanche
K. Bruce. Since his : retirement
from office and- - the glamor of
active politics he has grown larger
than ever, and has easily demon-
strated the fact that if office and
peace gave him much he return-
ed more than he received.

Eminently fitted, by natural
and acquired attainments, he
strode easily to the foremost rank
of its most brilliant and captivat-
ing "savants," and is to day, with-
out doubt, the most sought after
and successful rostrum "card,"
that the Negro race of America
has ever produced. Douglass in
his day was a novelty and & curi-
osity, the living "avannt courier"
of a race "crying In the wilder-
ness" for succor and relief, hence
the world flocked to hear his story,
and was stirred and charmed by
his eloquence. But in this age of
scrutinizing, exacting cynicism,
merit, genius, instoad of novelty,
is sought after. After his winter
and spring engagements, it wa3
the desire and intention of Mr.
Bruce to devote the summer to
rest and mental recuperation, but
alas,. fthere to-da- y and gone to-

morrow" tells the story of His
rest.
