13, 1843,
Courts and Judges— Mind and Matter—Praise and
Puffing— Wit and Wisdom.
Dean Sig :—

It has just occurred to me that it may not b= an
inappropriate season to say u word or two publicly
about our courts und judges. The vast number of
eitizens in the various capacities of counsel, jurora,
witnesses, and parties, who are daily brought in
contact with our jundges, render them ohjelits wor-
thy our anxious sclicitnde and careful watchful-
ness.  As man, proud, haughty, litde man, dressed
in brief authority, is very apt to forget himself, and
merge the rights of others in his forgetfulness, it is
not umiss now and then to remind him of u fact
which may, in his varied and important engage-
ments, huw escaped his recollection—that others
do not forget him, or who he was, or what he s ;
and if lu-rT ald continue long in’ his suid forge::
fulnes, that be. will be woke up ina hurry at o
time when he is least prepared forit. We mean
this as a hint, for the present, and hope it may suf-
fice to correet the self-sufficiency of some gentle-
men, and relieve the Bar, at least, who encounter
it most, of the exhibition of self-suffletency and
importance, with various displays of pussion an
usurpation of anthority unbecoming one gentle-
man towards another.  To that part of my subjec,

Molton Cropper Rogers, an exceeding neat, dapper
little man, with spectacles on nose.  He s a judge
of quick and keen perceptions, and sound legal
learning—is much be ow the middle size in stature,
vet notwithstanding, it is said he was a volunteer
in the Iast war, and was always found faithful =7
brave and dev oted in the field snd in garrison. It is
said he is now n dieeiple of Johin his judicial career,

Next comes the Honorable Charles Huston, an
old man turned of seventy, tall and thin, eccentric
and peculiar in many respects.  His skin seems to
have borrowed the” hae of the parchment, over
which he has labored for many yeurs; he was
eminent at the bar as un advocate, but funushes
another striking instance of the fur-l that an able
u.d\'ur‘alv may sometimes make n very indifferent
Judge ; he has very little respect for the opinions
or eeeisions of others, and usually seeks no better
authority for his legal opinions_than their novelty.
He has been heard to maintain upon the bench
the singular doctrine, that the laws and decisions
of courts were better understood when they were
carried in the sheep-skin saddle-bags of the lawye
from court to court, than they now are in reguﬁl,rly
published volumes of reports; he is withal adroit
and dexterous inthe transmatation of facts, and
would be almost able te cope with Hudibras in di-

We are opposed to the alteration of the constitu-
tion, which altered the judicial term from hfe to
years.

Next inorder is the Hounorable John Kenneday,
emphatically called the * Pocket Library of the
Bupreme Court.”

The fifth and last Judge of the Supreme Court, is
the Honorable Thomas Sergeant ; a mild, amia-
ble, and learned JIndge, who apend-c those hours
which others devote to pleasure and company, in
his closet; he is a man of books more than of
men, being industrious and plodding, and proud of
his erudition, as most erndite men are.

The judges of the Distriet Court of the city and
county of ’hilade|phia ure, Messrs. Thomas Me-
Kean Pettit, President, George MeDowell Stroud
and Joel Itlﬂﬂi ussocintes. 'This is & ceurt of ex-
tensive civil Jurmhrunn, and very justly enjoys the
confidence and respect of the community, T'o per-
form the various duties incumbent upon them, the
judges are compelled to intense labor ut least ele-
ven months in the year. Judge Pettit is & man of
good sound practical sense, with very respectable
attainments as u Iu“}er, at times a little testy, but
withal un excellent jlllrF

Judge Stroud is an admirable case lawyer, an up-
right man, and a thorough-going, dﬂvmu-bmm-m
judge, He 1s generally called, by the bar, a “legal
sleain en, 'll'll'

Judge Jones ia a_mild and amiable, bot firm and
decided man, Heis a judge of great learning and
research, and an invaloable memlur of the court.

The Court of Common Pleas, (General (Quarter
Sessions, U‘n,s‘rmul Terminer, Orphans' Coart, and
(reneral Conrt of Equity, consist of four Jtl!l .a;
Hon. Edward King, Prt‘nldenl‘ and the Honorables
John Richter Jones, James Campbell and Anson

Parsons, associates. The junsdiction of this
court is very extensive, and touches the interests
of nlmost every citizen; indeed, its jurisdiction 1s
too extensive; we ought to have an independent
eriminal jurisdietion for the city and county. Al-
ready has the present court hegun to encounter a
portion of public censure that followed into its retire-
ment the one that preceded it, not from its laxity
of ndministration, which r‘hnmr‘rnnmd in the esti-
mation of somefthe late court, but Irnm:ln haste 1
the trinl of causes, and Draconian spirit of punish-
ment.
