The Farragut Statue,
THE ARRANGEMENTS FOR ITR DEDICATION.

The statue of Farragut, by Mr3. Vinnle Ream
Hoxle, has been placed in position in Farragat
Square, asalready stated in THE STAR, and the
dedication ceremonies will take place after tha
meeting of Congress, on a date to be designated
by the paval authorities. Before the statue was
raised to Its position documents containiag the
following memoranda were placed In a coppar
box, which was embedded in the pedestal of
the statue:

* David Glasgow Farragut, the first Admiral
of the United States Navy, was born at Camp-
bell’s Station, near Knoxville, East Tenness2e,
on the 65th day of July, A. D. 1501. He was ap-
pointed a midshipman in the United States
Navy Dec. 17th, A. D. 1s10. “He served durin
the war between Great Britain and the Unites
States, declared A. D. 1512, apd in the war be-

tween Mexico and the United Sta declared
A. D. 1846. He served with t distinetion In
the defense of the National Government during

the war of the rebellion, A. D. 1861 to 1866. He
recelved successive promotions in recognition of
his valuable services, and on July 25th, A. D.
1866, he was commissioned the first Admiral of
the United States Navy. He died August 14th,
A. D. 1570, at Porismouth, New Hampshire,
after devoting a life-time, with great honor, to
the service of his country.

A grateful pation now erects this statuse to
his Inemory.

“The Con of the United States of Ameri-
ca, by a jolnt resolution. approved April 16:h,
1572, 1ostructed the commitiees of the Senate
and House of Representatives on pubiic bulld-
ing and grounds to inspect all such models for
a colo statue of the late Admiral Farrazut,
as might be presented to them, and to select
from such models the one that should, in thelr
judgment, be the most faithful likeness in form
&nd feature, and the most appropriate to com-
Inemorate the deeds and character of the said
admiral. Many skillful artists competed for
the honor of making this statue, and the com -
mittees were unable to agree. Congress, there-
fore, extended the time which had baen set for
the selection, but the committees were still ua-
able 1o agree. Congress, therefore, by a joint
resolution approved June 224, 15874, authorizad
the Secretary of the Navy to contract with

some sultable and skillful sculptor for a bronze.

statue of Admiral Farragut, as authorized in
the joint resolution of April 16th, 1572, and pro-
vided that the selectlon of the sculptor shou'd
be mede by the Secretary of the Navy, tue
general of the army and the widow of Admiral
Farragut.

These commissioners, so appointed, selected
as the artist, Vinnie Ream, of Washington, D.
C. Her model of Admiral Farragut. in plaster.
was completed A.D. 1550, and by direction of
Hon. Richard W. Thompson, the present Secre-
tary of the Navy, was dellvered at the Unlted
States Navy Yard, at Washington, D. C., Com-
mwodore Jokn C. Febiger, commanding, to b>
repreduced in bronze under the supervision of
Willlam H. Shock, englneer in chiet U. S. navy
By Lis crder, tze metal made use of for the
purpose, was the bronze Yﬁmpelier of Parragut's
flagship, the Hartiord, which the admiral
achieved his most signal victories.
