Our Nicaragua Correspondence,
Guravapa, Nioaragoa, Nov. 28, 1853,

In closing mwy letter of yesterday 1 promised,
should the maila arrive from the other States, to con-
dense for you tbeir items of interest, and write, you
agnin per this steamer.

From Costa Rica there i8 nothing new; she still
continues progressing, and is far in advance of her
gister Btates, The commissioners for the arrange
ment with her of ber houndary difficulty with this
Btate, bave long eince been appoiuted by this go-
verument, o1d sue has gignified ber great willing-
ness Lo recove them, They are Don Dionisio Cham-
orro, the director’s brother avd M. Lejaca. The
latter has breu expected daily from the United
Btates, and, not arriving per last steamer, Mr. Cham-
orro will await kim no lopger, but proceed imme-
diately to Ban Jose, the capital of Costa Rica, with
full powers to meet the commissioners of that re-
public. Whut the ultimatum may be which Nica-
ragua may propoge, I am not able as yet to give you.
Both States ure most anxious to settle and terminate
their frontier quarrels Costa Rica bas biunaary
d fliculties ¢n the north and south, respectively
with Nicoragon and New Granada; and Nicaragua
on +outh and porth with Costa Rica and Mosquito.

From Balvador, 1 find that the official returna
make the imports into tuat State, throngh the port
of La Uniop, during the uyenr ending September
30th, amount to §352.000. Much logs ia antici-
puied to the Btate from the ravages of a caterpillar,
celled here tbe “‘langosta,” on the indigo plant,
whish fs the great staple of the country, and con-
#idered in our und the Buropesn markets as inferior
to nouoe, unless the flor, of Caracess,

1he anunal fair is now holding in 8an Miguel, and
an unusual pumber of merchants from abread and
from all parts of Central America are fosking to it.
San Miguel 18 the Leipzig of the Isthmus. Orders
ate here given, and contracts made from various and
distant markets. The immense advantaze to Salva-
dor produced by this commercial interchange is too
evident to require comiment.

The editor of a 8an Salvador paper i3 indignant at
the imposition practised on the American and En-
repean public by the Liliputian Aztec childiren. He
calls the eutire strry of their origin, &c., a sheer and
shullow fabrication, and givea the credit of the mater-
nity of these mouvstrositics to a mulatto woman, of
Ban Miguel, winding up aloug article on the sub-
ject. by remarkiog that their prollic mother has “a
few more left.”

From Honduras we learn that Gon. Cabanas, the
President, had withdrawn his army from the frontier,
and was ot Las Piedras, a few milea from Comaya-

ua, the capital, where bis head quarters now are,

.El‘he Honduras troops were being paid with copper
money, coiued by & government mint at Sequzigalps.
The peace commissioner from the Btates of Nicara-
gun avd Balvador,were about convening, for the pur-
poee of restoring tranquility to Guatemala and Hon-
uras, at a small town called Banta Anna. Nothin
of advautage, 1 imagine, will result from this arbi-
tration; as it will be impossible to please or satisfy
both parties. and all who know the Spanish charac-
ter know how slow, how unwilling they are to make
concessions, the one to the other.  There is no ques-
tion bot that Eoglaud is covertly alding the Guate-
maltecos in their war with Honduras, if it be only by
conveying in her vessels their troops and munitions
ol war from polut to poiut along the coast. \

In Guatamala, the President, Gen. Carrera’s birth
dsy bad been celebrated theonghout the State, with
every demonstration of joy, evivcing beyond all
doubt the great popularisy of the shiel magistrate.
Gep, Guardiols, » uame of terror in Honduras, had
been recalled by Gen. Carrera, and is to proceed to
Chiguimula, there to organize a large force with
wiich to attack Honduras. The newsof paramount
ioterest to the United Brates from Guatemals, is that
ap'avisen foot to divide Honduray between the
States of Guatemala aud Salvador. England will
uoquestionably favor such a partition; indeed, would
do anythicg to sbow to the other States of the ct-de-
vant copfeneracy the fallwoy of a Central American
Btate cultivativg. 8y Hondorus bas done, liberal
principles.  Bball we look tamely en while this sove-
reign State-.this owner of Tigre Island, of the Bay
Islunde—this Btate, which has made itsell
offevcive by -attempting to follow in our foststeps,
and even in bey decadence %nya for a confederacy—
that buno'e of rods which England could never
i:méak—is being dismembered? I sinccrely trust
no'

An influential writer of Ban Salvador,inan ar-
ticle on the sonfederacy of the States, thus takes oo~
casion to speak of Gen. Carrera:—

“ To bim 1s due the Union of factions, the conoili-
ation of the wassed, and opposition with vigor and
efficiency to the powerful and deep rooted lgrejudi-
ces of that party whose rule was terror. He gave
liberty to ali; the clergy be re established in their
ancient rights; he was a shield to the defenceless;
and rescued the Btate's best and greatest interesta
from out of the labyrinth of contradiction ia which
they had become lost. In a word, from his pro-
clamation in 1880, may be datea the dawning of
wesith, liberty, moraity, and eclightenment of
Gustemals.”

Buch ia the opinion of one, who confeases himaslf
the politteal opponent, and who writes from another
Btate, of the pregent Chief Magistrate of Guatemala,
sud the opponent ot General Cabanas of Honduras,
in the present conflict. Carrera is no longer ** the
poor, ignorant Indisn boy" Stephen's thought him,
when, in 1840, tuiiteen years aﬁo, be, in search of a
government, eaw him at the bu Lt in his ca sital.
Younger than any of his mioisters, he rales them all,
a+be does his Btate, with a rod of iron, avd the sun
bursed child of the mourtaing of Amatitlan has be-
come the law-giver of his country! Like Henry, of
France, he moy well say * Letat! C'ést mar !’

Whstever be has doue, seems Lo have resulted in
good to iis country, Bold as an eagle, and a3 w
too, he tolerates mo insult, nor encroashment, and,
with the astuteness of his race, guesses a'l the mo-
tives of his counsellors Such is the President of
Guatemula. Fifteen years ago, he roamed a savage
over the foresta of Lis now soverelgnty., A mere boy,
he made his Indian hordes tremble at his nod. They
followed where he led, and he led them, as the writer
from whom I guoted the above remarks, t) the en-
joyment of cultivated liberty. [lliterate, be has pe-
oome more than the equal of those whom learning
had made greater, aud he now sita in power and in
pride i the old viceroyalty of Castile—in the syren
city of the Alvarados and the Cordoras.

Since the last two days, the public mind has been
in a considerable excitement in consequence of the
arrest of some of the principal men of Leon, Chinan-
degza, Realejo and Granada, who are esid to be thering-
leaders of & revolution for the object of overthrowing
the present government of Gen. Don Frato OChamorro.
Francisco Castellon, Iate Minister of Nicaragua to
Epgland, and Guerrero, pointed out as the head
conspirators, are still at large; but quite a number
of other well known citizens have been arrested on a
charge of consplracy against the State, with inten-
tion to morder the principal officers of the govern-
ment. The trial, the President says in his publica-
tion, will be private, and the proofs are deposited in
the secret archivea of the government.

Tam informed that the revolutionary party give
a8 a reason for their opposition that Don Frato Cha
morro s trying, by a coup de main, & la Napoleon,
to put the censtitution aside, and govern as it ap-
pears convenient to him. or, as he saya in his pro-
clamation, “to preserve order by any means, and to
be led by the constitution as he understands it.”

How far he has susceeded in this, you will perceive
by knowing that the Senate and” Assembly have
been dismissed, giviog hin faculties to act for them.

I wich I was an Erglishman,” was his conclusion;
“ag EvgliFfbmen will be protectea.”

The government is always talking about breaking
up the grant to the Accessory Transit Company, say-
ing that they faile to comply with the cond'tions of
it, but never saying wherein they falled, It says—
and of eourse the natives eay the same—that the
company has not paid what was due to them. I am
well informed that the government of Nicaragua has
received from the Accessory Transit Company
$18,000, and that even in the month of Beptember,
of tbis year, a draft of $5,000 from the povernment
was ‘]lmmpfdy puid by the company. Buat, unfortu-
nately, this belongs to the seeret archives of the
government. Btill the government continues to an-
noy the company with burdens, contrary to the
conditions of the grant. The lake steamers have
to stop at San Carlos at night, and cannot
pass ELefore morniog, They have put a toll
upon the road, which belongs to the com-
pary and not to the government, on the mules that
pass said road with passengers and baggage. They
have refused to allow soldiers to go dowa as guard
for the £pecie train, unless the company Would make
a present to the commandant of fifty dollars each
time, besidea the paymen' of the soldiers. The au-
thorities have tried to stop the building of & wharf
to lard paseenrers in Ban Juan. On what gronnds
these orders are to be justified, nobedy knowe; and I
fear that they will incresse and be more and more
intolerable, until the United Btates government will
direct its attention to it.

The question between the government of Nicera-
gua gnid the company wonld nave been vettled lon,
ago, if the governaent had seut the right man, but it
never has yet sent a native of Nicaragua, s man who
loves his own country, First they send a Spaniard,
Mr. Marcoleta; next an Eoglishman, Mr, Manning;
ard now they have rent a gentleman, a native nui
citizen of Nugva Granada, Mr. Tejada.

Many netives here criticlze mush this way of act-
ing on the part of the povernment, but unfortunate-
ly we bave only one uewspaper here, and that is the
official orpan of the government, and does not re-
cetve articles which do not suit it exaetly.

With the exception of the people of the jurisdic-
tion of Rivas, most all the inbabitants have an un-
friendly feeling apeinst foreigners, and principally
spaips the compony, eaying that the existence of
this company is an injury to the eountr Iy

To pive you an idea of what they call an injary, I
only have to say, thet it appears to me quile un item
tothe popnlaticn of 250,000 inhabitants of Nicaragua,
when the compsny pays monthly some $30,000 di-
rectly to mule owpers, workmen on the road, wood-
cutters, &e., ot to account for the amount of money
speut by the employees of the company; besides an
aversge of at least 50 000 monthly which are ex-
}-tnde{] hy the 2 500%r 3,000 passevgers croseing the

sthmus All this together seams tome guite a large
amount of nioney imuorted indireotly to the country,
not accounting for the money paid by the company
directly ir to the treasury of the Statel

The Transit Company epriches this conntry yearly
to the amount of one million of dollars, muking as
small p caleulztion as pogsible,

8till the conntry hus inexhaustible riches in its
miveral and agricultural wealth, and nothing eisy
But the indifference and want of entérprise of
Nicaragvans is the reagon that they are slumbering
yer.

What a beautiful, rich, and bappy conntry this
would be, with a steeng and free government, some
bundred thousand Americans as inhabitants, and
the pbolition of Roman hiersrchy and the payment
of the tenth to the Catholic Church. D.C.
