Or the Trial of Maxwell, Accused of
the Murder of PrellerlnSt. Louis.

St. Louis, May 21. In tho Maxwell case,
A. A. Frazier, ot Canada, a portrait painter,
and sculpler, was on the stand. Frazier
said that he had met Prellor at Toronto a
year ago last February. Ho desenbed
Prellor as he knew him then and exhibited
a photograph ot him which had been paint-
ed by the witness and had been pronounced
as an excellent likeness. A post mortem
photograph of Trailer's body had beun made
and he had mado a portrait from it. The
witness deecribod his visit to St-- Louis after
the mnrder. lie had visited the cemetery
and had seen Prcller's body exhumed and
had recognized it without doubt as that of
C. Arthur Prcller. Tho witness identified
two different photographs of Preller.

Tha failed to confuse
the witness and as ho stepped down from the
stand, it was evident to the jury and specta-
tors aliko that ho bad no doubt as to the
identity of the body found in the trunk.

Detective Tracy, who traced Maxwell to
San Francisco, and brought him back from
Auckland, New Zealand, introduced ia
court several articles of clothing maked C.
A. P. a shirt, covered with blood, badly
torn or cut, supposed to be that which Max-

well removed from Preller's body immedi-
ately after the murder.

During the passage from Auckland, Max-

well told him ho had purchased these things
from a man in San Irancisco named Bcb-inso- n.

The witness described incidents of the re-

turn passage and repeated conversations
which he had with the prisoner; during one
of the latter he asked Maxwell how much
money he had just previous to bis departure
Irom St. Louis on his way to San Francisco,
and ho replied about $1,000, but he had
SDent a creat deal of it on tbe trip and in
San Francisco. When asked what had be-

come of the remainder, ho referred him to
his lawver. In regard to Maxwell's acquaint
ance with Preiler he told witness he bad met
him (Preiler) in Liverpool and had seen
him last in Boston. The remainder of wit-

ness' tastimony developed nothing new.

'Can Repent at Leisure.
Nxw Yoek, May 21. Alderman Jaehse,

who was convicted of bribery was removed
this morning at an early hour from the
Tombs prison and taken to Sing Sing to
serve out his sentence of nine years ana ten
months. At early as 8 o'clock a crowd of
people gathered about the Tombs to the
prisoner off on his journey. He was ac-

companied by a dputy tbcrit to whom he
was handcuffed. Jaeh'ne left the prison and
entered a carriage, which was occupied by
another depntv sheriff. Tbe party were
driven to the Grand Central depot, where
they took th train for Sing Sing.
