That is the con-
dition as it exists and there seems to heno move so far as the men in the west
are concerned.

From other sources it is learned that in
a way the shops at all the points where
there was a strike are running, but
friends of the men pay that it is only in
name. They claim that all kinds of work-
men are employed by the company in or-
der that the locomotives may be kept upin shape, and that many of those shippedout from the east after they Kt therenever do a turn of work or else after
"scabbing" a short time quit anfl seek
other meaiiF of earning their living.In local railroad circles there is t he
usual division of sentiment concerning the
prospect of the general strike on the sys-
tem. Hut among those who have believed
that all the men would be ordered out
the conviction seemR to have grown
stronger within tlte last two days and it
is asserted by some that such a move
is not farther away than a week. They
make the claim that not only do the west-
ern b iilermakers need sympathy of their
brothers here and in such a way as will
compel the granting of the. demands al-

ready made but that '.he company should
increase the ivtiges of those in thi lo-

cality. The inclination amjng the Topeka
boiler makers, however, is rather against
striking unless it becomes necessary to
do so by way of assistance to those al-

ready out. Most of them are men of fam-
ilies. iTave homes here or are making pay-
ments out of tlu-i- monthly wages on
property, and cannot easily affnrd to
lose the time. But there is no question
that if they are requested to walk out
they will do so. They are hopeful that
no such request will be made. This may
be said, though, that unless the mast
lines can win out alone such a move will
be made, because if it were not the union
would be practically undone without
strength to enforce a single demand.

Brings New Managers of the
tiraud to Terms.

They Surrender to the Local
Amusement Trust.

DIVIDE ATTRACTIONS.

Announced That Both Houses
Will Be Kept Open.

A. S. Kane to llemaiii as --Manager

of the Cirand.

L. 31. Crawford Adds Brigham
Houses to His Circuit.

The theatrical trust has triumphed in
Topeka. The Grand Opera House which
was leased last spiring by A. S. Kane
and K. S. Brigham today passed under
the control of the trust and the threat-
ened contest between the Crawford and
the Grand will be avoided.

The fact of the matter is that L. M.
Crawford compelled the new- - managers

trol of so many opera houses, that they
could not compete with him in booking
attractions. The managers of the Grand
got to the point where they felt that
they must either surrender to Crawford
or fail in their purpose to give Topeka
first-clas- s plays at a first-clas- s house
and they hoisted the white flag.

The change is a big thing for Mr.
Crawford for it results in the adding
to his circuit all the opera houses con-
trolled by K. S. Brigham, the Atchison
theater, the Hot Springs theater, one
at Carthage and one at Springfield, Mo.
It also results in Mr. Brigham giving
up his Leavenworth house and turning
it oer to Mr. Crawford.

It is pretty difficult to understand the
details of the arrangement in Topeka
but it is known tiiat the purpose is to
keep both houses open and divide the
attractions. A. S. Kane is also to re-
main as manager of the Gvand Opera
House but it may also ultimately re-
sult in the Grand being closed. Whether
the arrangement is a pool on the divis-
ion of profit plan is not known but at
any rate the white dove of peace is to
hover over the Topeka theatrical mana-
gers while they count the cash.

Topeka theater patrons will be disap-
pointed. They are sure to be. For years
they have been compelled to bow to one
theatrical management who had little
or no regard for them and they hailed
with delight the advent of the new
management especially when it was
known that A. S. Kane would be the
manager of the new house. Now they
see a return to the old order of things
before they had even a taste of the new.
Perhaps the theatrical atmosphere will
change and it certainly ought to if Mr.
Kane has much to do with the situa-
tion, for Topeka's experience with him
as an amusement manager has been
satisfactory.

An otlicial presentation of the case
was made today by the managers of
both houses. It follows:

"It is said that both houses found it
difficult to engage attractions for next
season. Company managers knew two
attractions the same night in a town the
size of Topeka would not pay. This
would be particularly true if the two
entertainments happened to be of the
same kind. Dozers of managers made
a stand on this proposition and abso-
lutely refused to visit the city unless
the prospect of opposition for their at-
tractions was called off. In this way
also they hoped to remain friendly to
both managements and would iive
played in the various other towns con-

trolled separately by E. S. Brigham and
the Crawford circuit. So strong was
this feeling among the big companies,
which are. of course, under heavy ex-

pense, that they would be the losers that
they told the managements here, it .3
said, they would cut out Topeka for
all time unless the two houses were
booked in harmony.

"With this unexpected condition aris-
ing Mr. Brigham, Mr. Crawford and Mr.
Kane were not long in agreeing that if
they were true to the public, to them-
selves and to their partners in the the-
atrical business, that is, the traveling
companies, they should arrange to have
harmony in engaging companies.

"Less than a month ago H. S--. Brigham
leased the Leavenworth theater, owned
by Dr. T. Sinks. This house had been
for the past year in the Crawford cir-
cuit. The next day he started for New-York- .

The Crawford interests at once
arranged for a new house in Leaven-
worth. .Mr. Brigham had not been in
New York three days, he says, before he
discovered that competition in Leaven-
worth, which was certain, meant finan-
cial loss for everybody concerned. Yes-

terday he withdrew from Leavenworth
and Dr. Sinks added his house to the
Crawford circuit for five years.

"Many of the large companies carry-
ing special scenery and special stage
equipment will appear at the Grand
Opera House. It is believed this will be
an especially happy arrangement for the
public, which has long desired to see
some of the largest productions shown
on this big and well arranged stage.
It will also permit many large attrac-
tions which desire to appear in the
c.-nri- to come here, when they would
have been kept away under other condi- - j

tions. Many of the high priced shows
will appear at the Crawford, which is
now being remodeled, enlarged and dec-

orated at an expense of several thous-
and dollars.

"A harmony arrangement has been
made w hich includes thirty odd theaters
in the west. The Crawford circuit, E.
S. Brigham. Chamberlain & Co. six-
teen playhouses in Illinois and Iowa,
and others will work to each others' in-

terests. It is expected that by this ar-
rangement more and better attract" ,
will be induced to visit the territory m :

which they are interested m the theat-
rical business. E. S. Brigham expects
to extend his circuit in the south, in
which he has the good town of Hot
Springs.

"Mr. Brigham's position is best stated
by this card, which he has given to the
public:" T am more pleased than I can ex-

press to know that things have been so
arranged in Topeka that a long fight in
engaging attractions, from which the
attractions themselves feel they would
be the principal sufferers has been
avoided. The public has no idea what
an effort is being made to discourage
fighting in the small cities. Companies
absolutely refused to play Topeka be-

cause they knew there might be a
counter attraction at the other house,
and that simply meant loss for both of
them. They certainly cannot be blamed

Charge Him AVith Responsibil-
ity For Joints and Vice.

MAKES A HOT REPLY.

Women at Once Assume Apolo-

getic Attitude.

Tells Them to Go to Assistant
.Attorney General.

A delegation from the Topeka Moth-
ers' Praying band called upon Governor
Stanley today to demand why fte did
not close the joints, gambling dens and
disreputable places in Topeka. There
were six women in the party. The
spokesman or spokeswoman rather
was Mrs. R. H. Hedges, and she was
accompanied by Mrs. Henry Howard,
Miss Blanche Boles, Mrs. Goodwin, and
two others who would not give their
names.

The delegation came to demand 'a few
things of the governor, but they were
very mild in their actions, and when
they went away the most of them were
apparently satisfied with their confer-
ence.

They did not go at the governor
rough-sho- like Mrs. Nation. Their
address to the governor was typewritten
and Mrs. Hedges read it. It was ex-

tremely rabid in its language, but Mrs.
Hedges read it in so low a tone that
most of its force as an oral communi-
cation was lost. It was as follows:

"AX APPEAL.
"Governor Stanley:

"Lx you know that the wholesale
brewers and distillers are shipping car-
loads of liquors into Topeka, absolutely
free and that it is being hauled, public-
ly through the streets, in broad day-
light, to be sold in the 100 joints in the
city, running wide open, under your
very nose? Do you know that the bowels
of this city are being licensed by this
fine system? Do you know that in the
saloons and gambling hells of Topeka,
kinetoscope slot machines. with the
most obscene, lewd and lascivious mov-

ing pictures are being operated by boys
and old grey headed sinners? And it
is a fact, that since you have been gov-
ernor of this state, you have been the
attorney of one of the worst Jezebels
and law breakers in Kansas, who is run-

ning dens of vice, to ruin the fiirls."
At this point Mrs. Hedges turned to

M. N. Butler's pamphlet entitled, "The
Kansas Klondike and Leavenworth In-

ferno," and read the following quota-
tion from the St. Joseph Xews:

"The Wichita. Kagie is rawhiding Gov-
ernor Stanley. The governor is the at-

torney of a scarlet woman of Wichita,
who is trying to block the wheels of
progress in that city." The Kansas
City. Mo., Times quotes the Kansas
(Wichita) Commoner, "Truly,
our great and pious governor is a man
of varied parts and versatile talents.
Scarcely had the holy calm of the Sab-
bath's spiritual refreshment evaporated
from his mind, and blended with the
mist and fog of machine politics than
the thrifty and astute governor plunged
headlong into the legal arena, as lord
chief counselor for her mnjesty. Queen
Dixie, of Smoky Row, in an injunction
case. While the soiled queen of Wichita
street's most splendid palace of vice,
and soul damnation, has conferred sig-
nal honor uKn the people's chief magis-
trate by choosing him as chief coun-
selor, the chief magistrate has con-
ferred equal honor on her royal person-
age, in becoming her counselor.

Let the State Te.nperanee Union pro-
test mightily, or shut up its head-
quarters and throw the keys in the Kaw
river. Also, the Ministerial Union; let
them turn their gospel guns on the chief
executive, as well as poor despised
Parker. If the men can't and won't de-
fend society, the women will have to.
Fven to abate the awful road houses,
like the Irene Spendlove, that are estab-
lishing in Shawnee county. Neither
Craddock nor Bailey can undo the wreck
and ruin, the disaster and disgrace of
your administration. You are not to be
mentioned in the same breath, with the
lion.

senate. We ought to pay Attorney Gen-
era! Goddard and District Judge Hazen
a visit, but you.

"Governor, we have been praying for
you in this matter. Things have come
to an awful state right here in Topeka.
We have held prayer meetings about it,
and we have laid awake nights thinking
about it, and now we want to know
what you are going to do about it."

Governor Stanley had listened atten-
tively to the reading of the appeal and
to what Mrs. Hedges said, but the
charges made against him evidently
aroused his wrath:

"Where did you get your information
about my being an attorney for joint-ist- s

and scarlet women?" he asked ab-
ruptly.

Nobody knew except that it was pub-
lished.

"You have taken an irresponsible
newspaper report and made it the basis
for a direct charge against me, when
there is no truth in it," said the gover-
nor vehemently. "Why don't you find
out whether such things are true or not
before you make such charges?"

New York, June 2S. President Roose-
velt has requested Attorney General
Knox to submit an opinion, says a
Washington dispatch to the World, as
to whether tlie combination con tt obingtile anthracite coal output constitutes a.
trust within the meaning of the Sher- -
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man anti-tru- st act and the decision of
the U. S. supretne court thereon.

In making his request the president
Stave Attorney General Knox the report
recently prepared by Carroll U. Wright,commissioner of labor, after a careful
in vestig-atio- of the differences existingbetween the coal operators and the
miners the facts forwarded by Presi-
dent Mitchell of the United Mine Work-
ers' association and alt other data in
his possession bearing on the subject.It will be the duty of Attorney Gen-
eral Knox to formulate an opinion for
til.- president, makin definite declara-
tion that tlie anthracite combinations
does, or does not constitute a trust.
His present instructions do not intend
him to g-- farther and express an opin-
ion as to the probability of successful
prosecution under the Sherman anti-
trust act.

The president will, it is believed, de-
termine upon his subsequent line of ac-
tion after Attorney General Knox has
rendered his opinion.
