and Urccs His Own Substitute, "Which

Favors the Debtor Congressional.

"Washington. April 8. The si Jte to-

day heard Mr. Morgan of Alabama, for

the third successive day, on his resolu-

tion declaring that a state of war exists
in Cuba. He was severely critical of
Spain's metnodsagainst American pris-

oners and went over in detail the circum-

stances in the Competitor case. Mr. Mor-

gan said he would close his speech at the
next meeting of the senate, when he
would present a letter from one of the
Cuban officials in the eastern provinces
showing the complete system of govern-

ment now maintained by the Cubans.
Mr. Nelson of Minnesota spoke for two

hours or. the bankruptcy bill, opposing
the pending Torrey bill as excessively
harsh and designed as a collection agency
f Dr large creditors, and urging his substi-

tute as a measure drafted in the interest
of thousands of poor debtors struggling
to get on their feet.

RESOLUTIONS.
Mr. Chandler offered a resolution, which.

was agreed to, as follows:
"Resolved, That the committee on inter-

state commerce be instructed to investi-
gate the payments made or agreed to he
made by the interstate commerce com-

mission for attorneys' fees; and also to

inquire whether in any cases the attor-
neys of the commission, have also been
employed by them in similar cases; and,
further, whether any additional authori-
ty from congress is required for the em-

ployment of counsel in any pending pro-

ceedings which have been instituted by
or on motion of the commission."

The resolution of Mr. Earle (Dem., S.
C.) for the reorganization of the senate
committees went over, Mr. Chandler
presenting an amendment to be urged
until the resolution is taken up. The
amendment provides that on Tuesday,
April 20, at 2 p. m., the ssnate will pro-

ceed to appoint committees.
MR. MORGAN .RESUMES.

Tn resuming Iris speech on the resolution
declaring that a state of war exists in
Duba, Ma. .Morgan reverted to the state-

ment of Mr. Hale, yesterday, that the
number of American prisoners now in
Spanish prisons was reduced to twelve.
In sarcastic tones, Mr. Morgan said that
Euch releases as had occurred were the
result of supplication by our government,
and perhaps it wou'.d be appropriate to

adopt a vote of thanks to Spain for not
slaying these prisoners outright. Aside
from the official testimony as to the con-

dition in Cuba, the newspaper press had
piled up a mass of testimony beyond
question that the war was being' prose-

cuted by Spain contrary to all the rules of

civilized warfare.
DE LOME'S ADMISSION.

Mr. Morgan commented on a letter
written by Dupuy DeLome, the Spanish
minister, to Miss Clara Barton, relative
to Red Cross work in Cuba. In the course
of the letter use is made of the expres-

sion "during the present war."
This, declared Mr. Morgan, was an in

advertent admission by the Spanish min-

ister, despite all his diplomatic cunning,
that war was going on. And yet, congress
and the president would not recogn'ze
that a state of war which would assure
to American prisoners the treatment of
prisoners of war, and not of insurrec-
tionists, existed.

Mr. Morgan said the question of pro- -

tecting Americans imprisoned In Spanish
prisons could not be turned on numbers,
whether seventy-fou- r or twelve, were in
prison. Suppose, instead of seventy-fou- r,

it had been only one. Who could say ths
United Srates government would main-
tain Its dignity by standing by while this
one American citizen was held by Spain
In violation of treaty provisions and con-

trary to every principle of civilization and
justice? The United States had warned
off European nations from all control
over Cuba, said Mr. Morgan. We seem-

ed to exercise a sort of guardianship over
that island against all other nations.

A DEVIL'S GUARDIANSHIP.
"But." exclaimed the senator, "that

guardianship, if we have it, is like the
guardianship of the devil over a con-

demned soul. TTe are not warning nations
that th?y must hold aloof while we stand
by and see the Inquisitorial methods of
Spanish warfare, Spanish dungeons and
Spanish tyranny executed against tho
Cubans and against our own people, with-

out one word of protest."
Mr. Morgan spoke of the Competitor ex-

pedition. He reviewed the circumstances
of the case from the departure of the lit-

tle pchooner. probably with the purpose
of carrying aid to the insurgents. In par-

ticular the senator took up the case of
young Owen Melton, one of the Competi
tor prisoners, and followed the progress
of his trial and Imprisonment in

in the Spanish dungeons. Mr.
Morgan declared that It was a long course
of violation of treaty rights and the

methods of judicial procedure.
Toung Melton, said he, was held tcday

ln a loathsome dungeon, not because
guilt had been established against him.
but because he is a young American boy.
He was held in a miserable place in
which at times forty other prisoners were
crowded. Three pails of water were
brought to them daily to quench the
thirst from rations.of dry codfish. These
facts had been stated to the senate com-

mittee on foreign relations by two credi-W- e

witnesses, including Rev. Dr. Diaz.

A DISGRACED RAG.
Mr. Morgan then reviewed the case of

Rev Dr. Diaz.

bombshells had been tnrown into his

church, and he and his brother were ar-

reted and held for seven days, in com- -

munlcado. The evidence of such Spanish
cruelty came to the senate from unim-
peachable sources. It was, declared the
senator, a record of horror unmentiona-
ble to decent and civilized ears. It could
not even be described on the floors of the
senate without shocking ail present and
driving people from the galleries.

Mr. Morgan read from the laws and
treaties to enow the unjustifiable charac-
ter of Melton's imprisonment. Then the
senator exclaimed, with great vehemence:

"Whether there are seventy-fou- r pris-
oners in Cuba or seventy thousand, or
whether it is one, in the person of Owen
Melton, this Arkansas youth, the flag of
the United States, if it refuses to shelter
him, is a disgraced rag."

BANKRUPTCY BILL.
Mr. Morgan gave way, at 2 o'clock, to

Ihe bankruptcy bill, stating that he would
conclude his speech at the next meeting
of the senate.

Mr. "Nelson (Rep., Minn.,) addressed
the senate on the bankruptcy bill. He
said theie was no public demand for
the drastic collection machinery provid-
ed by the Torrey bankruptcy bill. "When
the measure came up the other day, he
received a shower of telegrams favoring
it, evidently inspired by interested par-ti- cs

in Washington. But the men who
wantPd a harsh collection system, who
loaned money land clipped coupons,
should not be aided "by a bankruptcy
bill. It was the poor man, who was
struggling to get on his feet.

Mr. Nelson criticized the Torrey bill
In detail, saying it was vicious and com
plicated, providing fifteen distinct causes
lor bankruptcy. The bill also created
thirty-fo- ur criminal offenses, with se-

vere penalties. There was, he said, no
limit to the fees that attorneys might
charge under this bill. This was one of
the crying evils of the law of 1876, under
whteh so many atorneys made fortunes.

NELSON'S SUBSTITUTE.
Mr. Nelson then discussed the main

features of his substitute bill. He said
that this bill was in the main a volunta-
ry bankruptcy bill, and that it was based
on the George bill, differing only from
that measure in that it required no pre-

liminary assignment and that it provid-

ed for uniformity in the matter of
fees.

The purpose of the substitute was to
make the proceedings simple and inex
pensive, limiting DanKrupzcy io a jew
causes, and leaving creditors in all other
cases to the state laws. There was no
demand outside of a. few jobbers and
wholesalers in favor of the excessive
Torrey bill.

In the northwest, the hard times had
already shipwrecked many worthy bus-

iness men. They were loaded ,'with debt
and it was to the Interest of that whole
section, and the country, to give them
a law to put them on their feet, not to
strangle them by a harsh regime of col-

lection. Next to the tariff bill, Mr. Nel-

son said he regarded a conservative
bankruptcy bill, designed to help debtors
as the subject of chief importance before
congress. He hoped congress would net
adjourn before passing some bankruptcy
bill. He even said he would be willing
to take the harsh Torrey bill rather than
see all legislation fail.

Mr. Torrey defended the Torrey bill
against Mr. Nelson's charges of harsh-
ness. He said ithe 500,000 debtors were
awaiting the relief of this humane bill.
Tiie Nelson substitute, Mr. Hoar regard-

ed as impracticable.
Mr. Lindsay of Kentucky gave notice

of a speech at the next session in answer
to ciiticisms of the committe bill.

Thurston (Rep., Neb.,) gave notice that
on next Tuesday, he would address the
senate on the subject of the Pacific rail-

road debt settlements.
At 4:43 p. m., the senate adjourned un-

til Monday.
Washington. April S. The senate com-

mittee on commerce granted a hearing
today on tr.e bill before it providing
regulations for the landing of foreign
sub-mari- cables in the United States,
hut reached no conclusion in regard to

the bills.

VINCENT STEPS OUT

RESIGNS THE POPULIST CHAIRMAN-

SHIP OF OKLAHOMA,

Fabllshcs nn Open Letter Glvlnjr His

Seasons for Sach a Step ltecounts His
Services to tbe Party In Organizing It

and Leading It to Victory Rehearses
the Callahan Episode and His Exonera-

tion From tho Chnrjres of Jay Yuseless

Desire for Party Harmony Prompts His
Resignation His Letter in Cull.

Guthrie, O. T., April S. (Special.) Leo

Vincent has resigned the chairmanship
of the People's party territorial central
committee. He makes public his "rea-
sons" in an open letter addressed to the
secretary and members of the committee
which he deems of sufficient importance
to justify its publication in a special edi-

tion "of his paper, the Representative.
That Mr. Vincent has been shamefully

treated by his party is well known to
every one who is on the inside of terri-
torial politics. To him. more than to all
the Callahans, the Hudsons, the Brays
and all the Populist jackasses combined.
is due the organization of the party,
which made it possible to defeat Flynn
and elect a man whose very first act was
to file charges against the man who had
elected him. and endeavor to secure his
removal from thschairmanship of the
territorial committee. On the party in
vestigation which followed Vincent was
exonerated from the charges preferred by
Ca'lahan, but the latter still refused to re-

fund to Vincent $100 which the chairman
had advanced out of his own pocket dur-
ing the campaign uniess Vincent would
resign the chairmanship. In answer to
this insulting proposition Mr. Vincent
spiritedly informed the delegate-elec- t that
he might hold the money until doomsday
before he would receive it on such termG,
whereupon Callahan, with very poor
grace, settled the account. Mr. Vincent
continued to hold the chairmanship until
the present time, hoping that the interne-
cine strife and party jealousy might in
time be forgotten, but the long distance
warfare directed from Washington and
the continual snapping of the party coy-

otes at Ihis heels ultimately convinced him
that harmony is an impossible element in
the Populist party, and he accordinly lays
down the scepter of leadership to take
his place as high piivate in the rear
ranks. Who his successor will be Is a
matter of speculation. It may be Bray,
and it may be Hudson; it is certain,
though, that whoever it may be, the par-
ty will suffer in ihe turning down of Vin-

cent.
Mr. Vincents' letter resigning the chair-

manship is as follows:
To Hon. Spencer E. Sanders, Secretary.

and to the Honorable Members of the Ter
rotory Committee of the People's Party of
Oklahoma.
Gentlemen: I herewith hand you my for-

mal resignation as Chairman of the Peo-
ples' Party Territorial Organization of Ok-

lahoma, togpther with my reasons there-
for. This act to take clfect and b& in force
from and after the selection of my succes-
sor.

In explanation of this step, gentlemen,
some notice is due the rank and file of the
narty by uay of reasons. In these I shall
be as brief as the situation will permit.
and solicit therefore, as earnest considera-
tion at your hands as the spirit which
prompts this action.

In July, ISO!, through your representa-
tives. I was chosen to head the campaign
of that year. When assuming the dutie3
of chairman. I soon discovered that prac-

tically no organization existed in any, but
few, of tho counties of the territory, and
that confined to local affairs. The work of
completing a territorial organization and
compiling such data as could be found as
a basis for operation was a task which was,
Snded, discouraging at the outset. Not a
scrap of data was to be found in party
hands, and there were few localities but
what presented the mixed conditions inci-

dent to past fusion with the Democrats.
From all tourcei only 4.34S Populists voters
could be found with which to face a Re-

publican organized vote of 21.305, but in-

spired by an aggressive candidate in the
person of Hon. Ralph Beaumont, and a
prevailing spirit of independent energy and
armed with a vigorous platform, the peo-

ple quickly responded to the touch of
effort. The fruit of the 'M cam-

paign was a registered intelligent vote of
10,771. carrying many of the counties, and
so reduced the Republican pluralities In

every county they carried, that their col-

ored vote in every case was f3r above the
plurality or majority by which they gained
control.

On this line, and in harmony with the
Omaha platform of '92, the party continued
to educate and organize without a cessa-

tion of effort This vigor in thee Peoples'
Tarty was everywhere observed and

gave color to the feeling generally
Indulged that the Populists could in 1SK,

ficht with a courage Inspired with real in

dications of coming victory. All this time
conditions in the country at large pointed

to the victory of the free sliver forces in

the Democratic party over their gold fac-

tion, and that being the prospect, and tho

free silver plank being one of the mala
demands of the Peoples' Party, prudence
directed that much consideration be given

to the course of this "other ship that seem-

ed sailing In the same direction" as the
Populist craft. Eearly in the spring of 'M

tnese indications were everywhere mani-

fest, and after careful consideration, on

Feb. 13. as an individual Populist we point-

ed out the apparent folly of two minority
parties with the same principles at stake,
entering the race separate and dtmTT
against the combined gold controlled Re-

publican party.
As a separate and independent race seem

cd the only wise course in ISM under d
platforms, so a united effort seemed

a destiny in 1S?5 under like platforms and
with national union on the head of thee
ticket-- We carefully demonstrated this by
pen and address and by the logic of condi-

tions. Tnis met the approbation ot the
party in the territory almost unanimously.
including the reform press and the con-

ventions and committees adopted the plans
and specifications for a unitel effort lacJ
before tnem, with scarce a deviation as to
means or ratio of division.

Again In August. 1536. I was chosen to
pres.de over your committee. I had ex-

pressed an earnest desire to be relieved of
those duties, and indulged a hope that upon

another's shoulders might rest the csres
3nd anxieties Incident to another heated
campaign, but. by the expressed desire of
our candidate for consreas and by unani-
mous Ote of the new committee. I con-

tinued as chairman and entered in: the
campaign with a vigor ana earnestness only
equalled by the bright hone all reformers
shared fcr tae election of Mr. Bryan sad
the tons train of bnefliP which that victory
meant to every iUcosfnl locality workr.
Into tne late campaign I nnhsiat'jngiF
threw my whole fore, both physical aoi
Snaacial. The committee had failed to
provide a financial means for the eprosece- -

ties cf the campaign. This greatly hamp

ered my work, but when (as nearly all the
counties can testify) the calls came to go
or come to help mend the little frictions In-

cidentally arising between the amalgamat-
ing political forces, I have never stood
upon question of linancial provisions, but
went when and where duty seemed to call.
I threw my whole force, reputation and
even family interests on the altar of oPpu-li- st

success under the Free Silver union,
and on the 3rd of November, worn in body,
reduced in purse, but rich In the belief
that the free silver movement was a suc-
cess, so far as Oklahoma was concerned, I
went to the polis and cast a ballot for the
winning side as I firmly believed. The re-

sult In number of this election was on con-
gressman 27,433 and on various representa-
tives 2S,45o.

The returns confirmed my hopes in most
localities. Our congressman was victorius
In one of the most relentless fights ever
waged between candidates. A legislature
was elected which, by force of numbers,
had the pov.er to carry into law the whole-

some demands of the Populist and Free
Sliver platforms upon which they were elec
ted. On the 3rd day of November I, for
the first time, discovered that the tongue
of jealous slander which had split the Dem-

ocratic party in the territory had gotten in
its work on our successful candidate and
some mcembers of the Peoplee' Party.
Smarting under this Infamous injustice, for
six week I sought to Ieam the cause of the
sudden coldness and change of front and
to render any evidence asked toward un-

deceiving the prejudiced mind. No answer
could be gained and to my stunning sur-
prise, preparatory to the meeting of the
legislature, a combination appeared in this
city armed with a set of charges of of-

ficial unfaithfulness to ur congressman-ele- ct

and signed by him. The hideous fact
then stood out In bold rellf that jealousy
and malice, fired and intensified by desire
for official gain at the hands of the legis-

lative bodies then organizing, had syste-
matically and by the use of the said charges
organized itself for the capture of all the
spoils in sight, regardless of the results to
character or standing of any not In the
plot. As soon as I gained sight of these
charges I forced the investigation, which
I then learned had been intended, before
your honorable body a majority of which
was in adjourned session in Guthrie on,

Jan. 11th. While "unqualified exoneration"
was your verdict, and "misunderstanding"
attributed as the cause, the feelings then
and afterward maintained chiefly influence
ma in determining that It Is better for the
party that I place my resignation in your
hands.

The Hon. J. T. Callahan is the highest
the product of our party ma-

chinery, and holds his office as congress-
man for two years. As soon as I became
satisfied that, although fully vindicated
from the dishonor, sought to be placed
upon me for mercenary motives yet. try as
I might, no act of mine could, In his eyes,
be prompted by virtue, and feeling that
the party machinery should be In absolute
harmony, If possible, with the chief of-

ficer of the party, I then determined upon
this step as soon as the financial accounts,
which you have audited and reported to be
correct, were paid. Threats and intimida-
tions have been made to cause me to vacate
long since, but a total disregard to these
has been maintained, and now in no way
influence my action. The major portion of
the financial advances owed to me have
been paid except in so far as any of you
may individually know, as per the state-
ment your body instructed me to send to
you for assessment and collection.

Judged by the number of8fjcers elected
in D6, the Free Silver union was-- a decided
soccers, but it is a serious question it tho
superficial and juvenile conduct of some
of the?e officers, has not of itself precluded
any chance for a successful continuation.
The present committee officers and machin-
ery are by force of conditions, bound by
the agreements and platforms to a con-

tinuance of the union for two years, but
owing to the inharmony mentioned and the
disappointing results, I cannot be helpful
to a repetition of the past or guarantee
sanction of all party conduct :n the future.

determination to discourage party dissen-

sions has chiefly deterred me from publicly
resenting the published charges and im-

putations before mentioned, keenly realiz-
ing that, while officially connected, any
step, which, however much a justice to
myself, might work an Injury to the party.
Accordingly, I now insist upon retiring to
the ranks, where equal footing exists, to
there serve you as a private in the line of
tho Omaha and St. Louis demands.

I have the honor to call to your atten-
tion the adjournment taken when last in
session on Jan. 12. You then instructed me
tot call you together again in the city of
El Reno during the second week in July.
I now surrender that duty to the secretary.
Mr. Sanders, who will issue such call as his
Judgment directs.

It not only becomes a duty, but to me a
pleasant one, to lastly acknowledge tho
hearty which has always been
rendered me while In official work for the
party. With scarce an exception, each of-

ficer from township committeemen to ter
ritorial committeemen, and each editor of
the reform press, havo quickly responded
to any calls sent or duties assigned, and to
your faithfulness and unselfiih zeal do I
attribute the grand victory at the polls in

'. Without harmony in our party ma-

chinery our joint efforts could not have
been successful heretofore, and without
harmony In the future c are defeated in
advance. The same motive service to the
party and princ.ples which caused mc to
accept the honor you thrust upon me last
August now prompts me to step aside for
another whom it becomes your duty to
select. Having unqualified confidence in
your judgment and ability to meet any par-t-v

emergency that may arise, and having
"fowled ge1 of your integrity to the cause
and to right. I have the honor to subscribe
myself at your service In the ranks of the
Peoples' Party. Your

Topeka, Kan., April S. The special
committee appainted by the Populist ma-

jority of the state legislature to investi-
gate charges of bribery and corruption
noised about during the recent cession of

the state lawmakers, got down to busi-

ness today, and the very first sitting of

the committee developed enough charges
of "bribery and wrong-doin- g to set politi-

cal circles throughout Kansas agog.
Henry Landis, warden of the state pen-

itentiary at Lansing, unbottled the first
sensation when he stated that he had
been urged by a member of the legisla-
ture to recommend the purchase of addi-
tional coal lands adjacent to the peniten-
tiary property, although he was convinc-
ed that the state had no use for such
lands. "Warden Landis was told that
there would be 525.000 "in it." When
pressed for further particulars Warden
Landis stated that he had this conversa-

tion with L. D. LeweKing.

He added, however, that Mr. Lewelling
had not stated who was to benefit by the
$25,000, whether the state or others, and
ihe also reminded the committee that no
bill for the purchase of said lands had
been introduced.

But this was only mild as to the sensa-

tion which followed, when Representative
Metzler of Sheridan county testified that
he had been offered $150 to vote against
the Hackney amendment to the railroad
bill. This amendment, had it become law,
would have established a maximum
freight rate law in Kansas. Mr. Metzler
named J. D. Hanna of Graham county as
the man who had approached him.

The climax came when Representative
Clark of Thomas county dragged the
name of a brother lawmaker Into the
mess. He testified that he had been

by Representative Frank
Smith of Sherman county and offered

250 to oppose the Hackney amendment.
He Informed his temptor that he was not
in the legislature to do that sort of busi-

ness, but later he promised to "keep the
matter quiet."

A few days after he had so promised
another member approached him, with
what he considered a corrupt proposal
relating to the same measure. When ask-

ed to name this second member. Repre-

sentative Clark positively refused, stating
that the man .had been his friend and
that he would not give the testimony de-

sired. The committee then went into ex-

ecutive session to consider this refusal to

testify, but no definite action was agreed
upon as to a method of forcing the de-

sired information.
Several other witnesses testified as to

rumors which they had heard, but there
was no other direct testimony.

vartica'nily from the west, to secure
higher dufce-- i on particular articles, and

in favor "f particular interests and sec-

tions. Sfiiitoc Warner of Wyoming, to-

day said::
"I do not consider I: entirely fair and

cannot judic'ousiy impute at this time
to western fenators a disposition to be

extreme :n their tariff views, or to in-

sinuate that the tariff bill will fall be-

cause of rad'eal demands for western

interest. Such a presumption would
be premature and tend to demoralize
rather than intimidate, as perhaps in-

tended.
"Th iariff bill will fail, as it ought to

fail, if i i ssectional and partial and does
not equitably recognize agricultural,
mining and lumber interests as well as
others. Eastern interests are alwaya
well represented at the capital by com-

petent experts in all eastern economic
lines; these are in continual attendance
on the committees, so that eastern sena-

tors and congressmen do not have much
left to contend for before the committees
having charge of the bills, and. the du
ties "being 'arranged satisfactorily for
thm in committees, they need make but
little effort on the floor while the tariff
blll3 are under consideration. On the
etier hand, the agricultural and western
Interests are not thus represented, but.
feeling that they are enl!Ud to conid-e- .

at ion. they appeal to their repre?n-tativ- t-

in congress, and thus western
senators have greater re?pons'olMt,es an1
more to do than eastern senators in con
tending for a just scale of import dusies-Ku- t

Corresponding changes are proposed
in the next paragraph, making the duty
50 per cent on the third class valued at
more than 13 cents by making it apply to
nvools valued at more than 10 cents and
providing that the duty Bhall not be less
than 8 cents per pound.

SENATE COMMITTEE VACANCIES

Democratic and Republican Views as to
Filling Them are Exchanged.

"Washington, April S. The Republican
and Democratic senators have at last ap-

parently serious efforts to reach
an understanding upon a basis of re-

organisation of the senate committees.
Ihe nnag'ng committees of both sides
of the chamber were in session during
the greater part of the afternoon today,
and representing both
parties met in conference for the ex-

change of propositions. Senators McMil-ll- n,

Gallinger and Carter representing
the Republicans and Senators Gorman,

and Faulkner the Democrats.
The Democratic conferees outlined the

position of the Democratic side of the
chamber to be that the Democrats
should be allowed to 1111 the committee
vacancies held by the Democrats in the
last congress. The Republicans propos-

ed that the reorganization should take
place on the basi3 of percentages, on ar-

rangement which they admitted would

result in reducing tne Democratic repre-

sentation in the committees to nn aver-

age extent of one member.
Tliis did not prove an acceptable basis

of acceptance to the Democrats, where-
upon tee Republicans suggested a com-

promise agreement. They called atten-

tion to the fact that the Republican plur-ai't- y

oer the Democrats was nine now,
whereas it was only two at ttho begln-n'n- g

of the last This, they
pointed out, would requite about thlrty-flv- e

more committee assignments than
in 183b. They suggested that the Demo-

crats should make concessions that
would give the Republicans a sufllclent
increase of places to permit them to take
proper care of their Increased number oi

This proposition was only tentatively

made and conditionally ooneidered. Tho
senators Indicated a disposi-

tion to recommend its favorable consid-

eration to their caucus committee, pro-

viding an understanding couW be reach-

ed upon the allotments on the commit-

tees on iinance and nppropriationa.
The e vacancies have been the real bone

of contention from the beginning. There
are two vacant places in the finance com

mittee, one caused by the retirement of

a Democratic senator, and the other by

the retirement of a Republican, and

three on the appropriation committee,

all caused by the failure of Democrats to

Eecure The Democrats stat-

ed emphatically that the party they ed

would allow no diminution of

ih "Democratic strength on the commlt-- t
on account of the silver issue, but

said it was possible hy misht concede
one additional Republican on appropria-

tions. They agreed to present the mat-

ter to the full commute.
The proposition was afterwards

brought to the attention of the Demo-

cratic caucus committee, "but no definite

action was taken. There yas. however.
an apparent disposition to make conces-
