Col. J. O. Nixon, $80,000; Gen. Wade Hampton,
Cuthbert Bollitt, Walton, Deslorde, and others.
These have generally endorsed for each other.
Over $20,000 of the funds of the United States
Court were in the bank.
The défalcation in the treasury is over a million.

$60,000; Robert Watson and AT. Jones tor $25,000.

Tat past or JEFF GEE - Lieut. Hogue, of the

6th U. 8. Infantry, was here a day or two last weok
on a mission ofmercy, as he supposed, the object
of which was to examine the record relative to'the
trial and conviction of Jeff Gea. at our last Superior
Court, of the murder of Darius Gandy. The con¬

vict has sentapetitio to Gen. Sickles, setting forth
that he was under the control of two Union pris¬
oners pilotting them to the Pee Dee River;
that Gandy saw and pursued them, and that it
was necessary to kill Gandy in order that the
prisoners might make good theil es .-apo ; that he
was arrested brought to a speedy trial without any
opportunity of bringing into Court John Dennis,
who was his principle and only witness, whose
testimony would have proved his innocence, and
that his ute was sworn away by parties for the sake
of reward, and therefore prays the mercy of the
Commanding General. We only give au outline of
the petition from memory. If thc petition be cor¬

rect, and Jeff Gee was aiding prisoners to escape,
and the killing of Mr. Gaudy was necessary to
effect that purpose, doubtless, according to re¬

cognized laws, tte is entitled to mercy ; but the
testimony of the witnesses was entirely dif¬
ferent from what Jeff states in his petition. Mr.

VOICES FROM THE SOUTH.

WHAT OUR EXCHANGES SAY.

VIRGINIA.
[From the Eichmond Times of Monday.]

ATTENTION, "FKEEDSIEN 1"--The fact may bo
considered as demonstrated by recent official and
statistical publications, that there are in the neigh¬
borhood of one hundred and twenty thousand
whiie suffragans in Virginia and more than seven¬

ty-five thousand black voters.
Alter deducting the disfranchised whites and

the demoralized renegades who are arrayed against
their race and color, the white majority in Virginia
will not fall short of thirty thousand votes, if our
people do not fail to register and exercise tho
right of suffrage. We direct the attention of the
leading and controlling men of both p rties to
this statement as pregnant with political interest
and importance. It will teach the reflecting freed¬
men that those who have advised them to organ¬
ize a party hostile to their white employers, will
doom them to the mortification of a perpetual and
hopeless minority.

It ii far more to their interests than it is to that
of the whites, tnat they should unite with the>r
employers in electing the bast men to office, re¬

gardless of the appeals of Radical demagogues,
whatever may be the power and strength of the
negro in some of :he States farther South, here
the Caucasian occupies the natural and proper re¬
lation of th? dominant and superior race in num¬
bers as well as in intelligence. It is fortunate,
however, for the freedmen, that the feelings of the
dominant race are of the kindest character to their
late slaves. They have no disposition to wield
their power to the injury of the weaker race, but
are sincerely and honestly desirous to mature a

system of organic law calculated for the perfect
and permanent protection of all their recently ac¬

quired rights. It is not at all probable that in lo¬
calities where the majority of white voters for
members of the Convention will be largest, that
any candidate will be elected who is not willing to
give to the freedman all which is essential for tho
protection of his rights of person and property.
Unless the negroes shall yield to the advice of
designing knaves, and organize a black man's
party, there is no probability of the large white
majority in Virginia being case as a unit against
them.
As there is no conflict of interest between the

whites and the blacks, there should be no such po¬
litical organizations as those which mercenary and
rascally itinerant hirelings are advocating. The
emissaries of the Northern Radicals, for purely
selfish purposes, are attempting to place the black
minority in this State ina false position, and which
will prove suicidal to their own interests. Wo are
too familiar with the nature of the negro to at¬
tempt to win him by flattery. We wish to tell him
in thJ plainest possible language that neither his
émancipât .on, nor the proscriptive legislation of
Congress have made him stronger in Virginia than
his present employer and late master. Keeping
this undeniable fact before htm, we wish him also
to understand that he can best promote his inter¬
ests, political and individual, by refusing tobe
made the tool of the bad men who are seeking to
array him in causeless hostility toward the white
race in this State.
RICHMOND NEGEOES.-A Richmond correspon¬

dent of the Boston Adoerliser says that the ne¬
groes of that city are somewhat demoralized. The
bad influences, it observes, proceed from Wash¬
ington. It says:
We have a good many pestilent fellows in the

capital-i ellowa who seem to live for the purpose
of creating strife and bad blood. Counter in ,u-

ences has neutralized mach of their mischief there.
Several of them have been down here on so-called
missionary: tours. Their visits have been pro¬
ductivo of nothing bat evil; so that, what with the
raspings of the rebels on one side and the spur¬
ring of these wild-headed Radicals on the other,
the poor negro his been brought to a bad estate.'
The Bichmond Enquirer says of the Northern

poli ti cal agitators who are now stamping the South:
* We would earnestly advise oar pe opio to avoid
these .disturbances, by staying away from the
harangues of men who cannot talk civilly, andwho
stir np animosities between the races. Do not go
to hear them. Keep away from these gatherings
of ezoited blacks, infuriated by the appeals of
malignants, and liable to commit trespasses that
may run into blood.'

They are willing
that the "car or steamboat which is a paolió eon«
ve vance'' shall carry all tue negroes who pay for
riding, but they wish the negroes to have separate
apa tments, separate dining-tables, and separate
sitting rooms. They do not wish to associate with
them. That is the whole story. So as to sitting
on junes. White men cannot sit on these with
negroes without associating with them. Way,
then, should the negroes try to force their
unwilling company upon men who think they
are disagreeable companions.' "Riding in cars,
or sitting in jury-ooxes, or steamboat cab¬
ins," are not social privileges. We agree
to this. But it is the negro that is try¬
ing to make these acts social privileges. He is
not content to ride, bat he insists upon riding
side by side with tue white man, thus actually
claiming a " social privilege" which the latter ie
not willing to concede to him. The negro may
have as many steamboats, cars, churches, school¬
houses, theatres or hotels, as he desires. It is
his privileg - to hayo them. No white man will ob¬
ject. Bat th.s does not satisfy Sambo, He wishes
to force his children into the same BJIÍOÓI with
white children, and his own person into tho same
rooms and seats with white men. In fact, ho
claims social equality ; for that is just the sum and
substance of the Alabama platform. And he might
as well learn now as at any future time that that
is just what he can never have so long as white
men shall be white men. To attempt any com¬
promise apon snob points is to concede everything
that is claimed.

NORTH CAROLIVA.
[Fran the Charlotte Times, May 33.]

"In conclusion, I would charge you, ns you prize
the blessings of peace and harmony which we all
shore in common in so large a measure in Albe¬
marle, to avoid all secret political associations
and leagues, and to flee as for your life from the
deadly aporoach of all social and political agita¬
tors and reformers, however specious may be the
forms which they assume, and from whatever
class, color or condition they come.
We clip the above from a letter addressed by

Mr. Wood, of Albemarle county, to the colored
people in response to a letter written by them to
request him to become a candidate to represent
them in the Convention.

Wood, as you prize peace and harmony, avoid all
secret political associations.
These Leagues are gotten ap not for the benefit

of the members, but for the profit of the leaders.
Remember when you toke the oath to vote as A B
tells you, that A B may have sold you for tho sil¬
ver. You are as capable of judging who ore your
friends aa any leader, be he white or be ho black.
"JPra.sstho bridge that curies you over safe," is a
good old aphorism, and will pay well to act upon.
Then, in these tunes of trickery and demoraliza¬
tion, take the advice of gentlemen whom you
know, and who cannot possibly have any interest
in deceiving you. In that way peace will be pre¬
served, good feeling prevail, and the colored race
receive that assistance and encouragement which

Let this sen¬
timent be everywhere expressed by the whites in
an open, frank aud generous manner, and I think
we need not apprehend a collision of the two races

at the polls. The freedmen will soon learn, ij
they have not already learned, that in tho very na¬
ture of things they must have the encour igcment,
the sup. ort, and the friendship of the whites wi tu
whom they aro living. Now that the war is over,
and their status is fixed, they will easily under¬
stand that one friend on the spot is worth a hun¬
dred two thousand miles off."

and a soldier, he has sternly seized on the future
and provided for all poss bia emergencies.

Tho time they lost will of course
be dedu'etod from their wages, and we
venture they lost much moro by coming off to
attend league and political meetings than they
will ever gain. This evil is generally complaiue i
of, and more particularly do we find it spoken of
in our North Carolina ex .nangee, where the politi¬
cal agitators have been continually getting up pub¬
lic meetings. The Henderson Index estimates that
tho county of Granville lost fully $5000 in labor by
the lato gathering of freedmen at a meoting in
that town. Some 3000 were in attendance, nearly
all of whom lost two days from their work. "We do
not object to their boing fully informed on the sub¬
ject of their rights, but we do in all sincerity say
that the best thing tho black man can do is tb
work and strive to mako something for his wife
and children.

If evil white men tell you the government will
provide for vou at the expense of your white
neighbors, and thus toll you off from your labor,
you are listening to evil counsellors, who only wish
t? use vou for thc r oaru political advancement.
If you nave a good place with some money in your |
pocket, corn in tho crib, and meat in the smoke-
bouse, you will find them bettor friends to you
than all the political speakers from Maine to Cali¬
fornia. You will n oh be in this desirable fix if you
continually neglect your business, for tho* more
you lose from your work the less money you'll
have at the end of the vear. In these hard times,
no laboring man can afford to loso one day in each
week, and it is wrong for any one to induce him to
io so. Let political meetings alone, is our advice to
the blocks, and we believe the whites, too could
get along very well by staying away from thom.

MISSISSIPPI.

THU CROPi.
From all directions the reports continue encoura¬

A vory genial
Bummer may hurry up the growing crop so aa to
make up tho timo lost by tho backward Spring.

of tho State. The corn is most promising; the
cotton is backward tor the timo or year, but not
for tho season. Besides, tho season in this State
is more than long enough fully to mature cotton,
which shall be LOW planted.

good as can Le, and favorable to planting. It ia
still in good time lor a month to come, if the rains
continue, to plant sorghum. Tho season con¬
tinues most favorable for Betting out pMutuo slips.

THE OBOPB.-Our Western exchanges are unani¬

mous in Baying that there never was better prom¬
ise ol crops than this season so far presents.
The accounts from the Southern States oro al¬

most as encouraging. Tho harvesting of wheat is
now progressing in tho upper portions of Georgia,
Alabama and in potts of Tennessee. The corn,
though backward, is healthy and vigorous, and
cotton is generaJy looking well.

This is truly gratifying intelligence, ae we Bee
that in some jf the Northern marketa wheat ia
quoted at SS to $3 10, and it is stated that a grow¬
ing crop in North Carolina has Bold as high as

$3 CO por bushel. These prices obviously cannot
long be maintained, and with tho advent of the
