recover from the illness with which lie lias
been suffering during the past, month. His
age and the serious character of liis malady
foi bade hope that Ills life would be much prolonged.Nevertheless there was a general ex-

pression of surprise, mingled with the in vol-1
uatary one if sorrow, when the Tact of his ]|
death became known on yesterday.
He (lied at half past one o'clock yesterday

morning. During the early part of the night
lie was restless and complained of pnins in 11
his chest, and Mrs. Perry, Mrs. Beattie, the
governor's daughter, and Representative \V. h
H. Perry, his oldest son, and a colored woman 11
who was employed jis nurse, remained at the I;
bedside. Later the governor became easier

about half past one the nurse noticed that the
governor's breathing was hanl and called Mrs.
Perry's attention to it. He turned on his right
side with assistance and the nurse hastily
went out to call Mis. lieattie and Col. Perry.
During her absence the governor made a

gurgling sound and stopped breathing lnstantly,giving no indication ol' suHerring and
without tiie least struggle. When deal h ilnal-
ly came it was as sudden as a s-troke of light
uiug.
Governor Perry's Inst illness may be said to

have begun on Sunday, November7th. On
that day he was attacKf'd with vertigo whiie
on t>|e stairs leading to tlie second story of his
residence, and fell, bruising himself slights*.
Dr. T. T. Earle, the family physician, was ini- j
mediately sent for and his treatment resulted
in a partial restoration of the strength and vitalityfor wnich the patient was so remarkableduring the lat ter years of his life. On the
27th of the same month the governor suffered
anotber ami a more serious attack. Dr. Karle
was absent and Dr. Geo. K.Trescott was called
in. He saw iliat the governor was then stifl'eringfrom valvular disease of the heart and
that it had reached such a stage that it was

likely to end his life suddenly at any time.
